He confessed, and denied not, but confessed, I am not the Christ.In saying: I am not; he gave a plain denial or that which he was not, without denying that which he was. This very act of speakIng the truth made him a member of the One whose name he would not take on a false presumption. By refusing to appropriate the name of Christ he was made a member of Christ: in humbly recognizing his own weakness he won for himself an actual share of the glory of Christ.
