O then, after the Lord had spoken unto them he was received up into heaven, and sat at the right hand of God. We know from the Old Testament that Elijah was taken up into heaven. but in his case, heaven could mean either the heavenly regions, or else, just sky. The sky is, comparatively speaking, near the earth, and we speak of birds in the sky when we see them in flight. When therefore Elijah was taken up into heaven. it was into the sky; he was suddcnly led to some secret region of the earth, there to dwell in pcace of body and soul until the time comes at the end of the world when he will have to return and pay the price of mortality. For him death was postponed; he did not escape from it; but our Redeemer did not postpone death, he overcame it: by his resurrection he annulled it, and by his ascension he declared the glory of that resurrection.

It is written that our Redeemer was taken up neither by chariot nor by Angels: obviously he by whom all things were made was borne upwards by his own strength. He returned to the place where he already was: and hc came back to where he remained. For although it was with his Humanity that he ascended into heaven, it is through his Divinity that he dwells equally both in heaven and in earth.

Thcre is a progressive sequence to be traced in the manner in which each of these is taken up: Enoch was taken away, Elijah was caught up by a whirlwind, both preparing the way for him that should come, who was neither taken away, nor caught up by a whirlwind, but penetrated the highest heavens by his own strength.

For here the lofty Prophet excels himself, and calls upon the heavenly powers, reporting to us their voices, as, accompanying the Lord as he returns to heaven, they command the Angels who dwell in the earth, to whom was committed the entrance into human life, in this manner: * Lift up your heads, O ye gates *, and be ye lift up, ye everlasting doors, and the King of glory shall come in.

HE first thing we must ask is this: How is it that at the Lord's Birth, when 

the Angels appeared, it is not said that they were arrayed in white garments, while it is said that they were arrayed in white at his Ascension? For it is written, While they beheld, he was taken up, and a cloud received him out of their sight. And while they looked stedfastly toward heaven as he went up, behold, two men stood by them in white apparel. Now, white garments signify joy and festivity. Surely then, if at the Lord's Birth the Angels did not appear in white apparel, while at his Ascension they did, it shows how greatly they rejoiced when God-made-Man penetrated the highest heavens. The humiliation of the Divinity is manifested in the Birth of the Lord, whereas the exaltation of the Humanity is shown in the Ascension. White apparel is more in keeping with exaltation than with humiliation.

No longer is it said of our human nature, Dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return; for to-day it returns to heaven. So, foreshadowing the resurrection of the body, blessed Job is a figure of the Lord when he is called a bird. He saw too that the Jews would not understand the mystery of the Lord's Ascension, and so he pronounced sentence on them, saying, He knew not the path of the bird.

There is a pleasure of the heart, to which sweet is that Bread of heaven. Moreover, if the poet had leave to say, Each has his dear delight which draws him on, not necessity but pleasure; not obligation but delight; how much more strongly ought we to say that a man is drawn to Christ, when he delights in truth, delights in blessedness, delights in righteousness, delights in everlasting life, all which Christ is? Or, while the senses of the body have their pleasures, is the mind left with no pleasure of its own? If the mind hath not its pleasures, how is it said, The children of men shall put their trust under the shadow of thy wings. They shall be satisfied with the plenteousness of thy house: and thou shalt give them drink of thy pleasures, as out of the river. Photinus said: Christ is man only, he is not God. Whoso believeth so, not the Father hath drawn him. He whom the Father hath drawn saith, Thou art Christ, Son of the living God. Not as a prophet, not as John, not as some great righteous man; but, as Only, as Equal, Thou art Christ, Son of the Living God. See that he hath been drawn, and drawn by the Father. Blessed art thou, Simon Bar-jona; for not flesh and blood hath revealed it to thee. but my Father which is in heaven. This revealing is none other than the attraction, the drawing. Thou holdest out a green bough to a sheep, and drawest the sheep to thee. Nuts are shewn to a child, and he is drawn: even what the child runs to, he is drawn to: drawn by love of the object, drawn without hurt to the body, drawn by the bond or the heart. If then these things, which among the delights and pleasures of earth are revealed to those that love them, do draw them; since it is true, Each has his dear delight, which draws him on, doth not Christ revealed by the Father draw? What doth the soul more strongly desire than truth? For what ought it to have an eager appetite, wherefore wish that there may be a healthy palate within to judge what is true, but that it may eat and drink wisdom, righteousness, truth, eternity?

HE Gospel teaches us what sort of a man he should be who preaches the Gospel of the kingdom of God: he is to go forth without staff, scrip, shoes, bread or money, that is, not requiring any material support, but relying on faith, so that the less he needs for himself, the more can he give himself. It is also allowable to put a purely spiritual interpretation on these words, for a man would seem, as it were, to have deprived himself of clothes for his body, when he has not only rejected power and despised riches, but has rejected the pleasures of the flesh itself. First, a general commandment of peace and stability is given; that they should bring peace, stay in one place, and observe the customs pertaining to guests. To go from house to house and to abuse the customs of hospitality is ill-becoming to a preacher of the kingdom of God.

It is not without reason that, according to Matthew, the Apostles are to enquire who is worthy in the houses that they enter, as they are thus freed from the necessity of going from house to house, and abusing the customs of hospitality. Now this warning is not given to those who receive guests, lest by the act of choosing their guests they should lessen their hospitality.
