HE festival that we had so greatly desired, that the whole world is awaiting 

the festival of the Lord's Passion, is now upon us: amidst our great spiritual rejoicing we cannot keep silence. Hard as it is to discourse so often on the subject of the same festival fittingly and worthily: yet the priest is not at liberty to deny to his faithful people his bounden duty of a sermon on so great a mystery of the Divine mercy: the very fact that the subject is an ineffable mystery makes it easier to speak of it; for when something can never be adequately expressed, there must needs ever be room for further words. Then let human weakness fall prostrate before the glory of God, and find itself ever unequal to the task of expounding the workings of God's mercy. Let us strive with our perception, wrestle with our intellect, outstrip our expression: it is good for us to fall short, to see aright the 

majesty of God.

HO hath heard such things: the virgin of Israel hath done a very horrible thing; Will a man leave the snow of Lebanon which cometh from the rock of the field? or shall the cold flowing waters that come from another place be forsaken?
