finally she achieved martyrdom by beheading. Her body was miraculously carried by angels to Mount Sinai, and is there revered with loving care by great pilgrimages of Christians. 

 At Rome, St Moses, Priest and Martyr, who, when he was detained with others in prison, was often consoled by letters from St Cyprian. He withstood with dauntless courage not only the heathen, but also the Novatian schismatics and heretics, and at last (as St Cornelius the Pope testifies) he was adorned in the persecution of Decius with an illustrious and admirable martyrdom. . 

 At Antioch, St Erasmus, Martyr. 

 At Cæsarea in Cappadocia, the passion of St Mercurius, a soldier, who by the help of his guardian angel both conquered barbarians and overcame the cruelty of Decius. After gaining the trophies of many torments he passed into heaven, crowned with martyrdom. 

 In Emilia, a province of Italy, St Jucunda, Virgin. 

The Twenty-Sixth Day of November

A

T Alexandria, the birthday of St Peter, Bishop of that city and Martyr, who was adorned with all manner of virtues. He was beheaded by command of Galerius Maximian.  

 There suffered also at Alexandria in the same persecution the holy martyrs Faustus, a Priest, Didius and Ammonius; and also Phileas, Hesychius, Pachomius and Theodore, Egyptian Bishops, with 660 others, whom the sword of persecution raised to heaven. 

 At Nicomedia, St Marcellus, Priest, who in the reign of Constantius was cast headlong from a rock by the Arians and died a martyr.  

 At Rome, St Siricius, Pope and Confessor, famous for learning, piety and religious zeal, who condemned various heretics and strengthened ecclesiastical discipline by his most salutary decrees. 

 At Autun, St Amator, Bishop. 

 At Constance in Germany, St Conrad, Bishop. 

 In the neighbourhood of Rheims, the birthday of St Basolus, Confessor. 

 At Adrianople in Paphlagonia, St Stylian, an anchorite, famous for miracles. 

 In Armenia, St Nicon, a monk. 
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 At Damascus, the holy martyrs Paul and Tatta his wife, and their sons Sabinian, Maximus, Rufus and Eugene, who, accused of professing the Christian religion, were tortured by stripes and other punishments, and in torment gave up their souls to God. 

 In Asia, the passion of SS. Bardomian, Eucarpus and twenty-six other martyrs. 

 At Lyons in France, the death of St Lupus, Bishop, once an anchorite. 

 At Auxerre, St Anacharius, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Blois in France, St Solemnius, Bishop of Chartres, famous for miracles. 

 On the same day, St Principius of Soissons, Bishop, brother of blessed Bishop Remi. 

 At Anagni, the holy virgins Aurelia and Neomisia. 

The Twenty-Sixth Day of September

A

T Nicomedia, the birthday of the holy martyrs Cyprian and Justina, Virgin. Of these, the latter suffered much for Christ under the Emperor Diocletian and the governor Eutholomius, and converted to Christ this Cyprian, who had been a magician and had attempted with his magic arts to make her mad, and afterwards she underwent martyrdom with him. Their bodies were thrown to the beasts, but by night some Christian sailors seized them and bore them to Rome, and afterwards they were translated to the Basilica of Constantine and buried near the baptistery.  

 At Rome, St Callistratus, Martyr, and forty-nine other soldiers, who were converted to Christ when Callistratus, in the persecution of Diocletian, was sewn up in a sack and cast into the sea, and by divine aid came forth unhurt, and they suffered martyrdom together with him.  

 At Bologna, St Eusebius, Bishop and Confessor.

 At Brescia, St Vigilius, Bishop.

 In the Tuscan plain, blessed Nilus, Abbot, founder of the monastery of Grottaferrata, a man of great sanctity. 

 At Tiferno in Umbria, St Amantius, Priest, illustrious for the power of miracles. 

 At Albano, St Senator. 
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The Twenty-Second Day of November

T Cecily, Virgin and Martyr, who, empurpled with her own blood, departed to her heavenly Spouse on October 16. 

 At Colosse in Phrygia, SS. Philemon and Apphias, disciples of St Paul; in the reign of the Emperor Nero, when the heathen burst into the church on the feast of Diana and others fled, they were captured. By order of the governor Artocles they were scourged and then buried up to their waists in a pit and crushed by stones. 

 At Rome, St Maur, Martyr; he came from Africa to visit the tombs of the Apostles and suffered martyrdom under Celerinus, the governor of the City, in the reign of the Emperor Numerian. 

 At Antioch in Pisidia, the passion of SS. Mark and Stephen in the reign of the Emperor Diocletian. 

 At Autun, St Pragmatius, Bishop and Confessor. 

The Twenty-Third Day of November

T

HE birthday of Pope St Clement I, who held the pontificate third after blessed Peter the Apostle, and in the persecution of Trajan was exiled to the Crimea. There an anchor was tied to his neck and he was cast into the sea and crowned with martyrdom. In the pontificate of Pope Adrian II his body was brought to Rome by the brothers SS. Cyril and Methodius, and buried with honour in the church which had formerly been built and named after him. 

 At Rome, St Felicity, Martyr, the mother of seven sons, martyrs, who was beheaded for Christ after them, at the command of the Emperor Marcus Antoninus. 

 At Cyzicus in the Hellespont, St Sisinnius, Martyr, who after many torments was slain with the sword in Diocletian's persecution. 

 At Merida in Spain, St Lucretia, Virgin and Martyr, who consummated martyrdom in the same persecution under the governor Dacian. 

 At Iconium in Lycaonia, St Amphilochius, Bishop, who was a companion of SS. Basil and Gregory Nazianzen in the desert, and their colleague in the episcopate. After enduring many trials for the Catholic faith he rested in peace, renowned for holiness and learning. 

 At Girgenti, the death of St Gregory, Bishop. 
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 At Antioch in Pisidia, the holy martyrs Mark, a shepherd, Alphrus, Alexander and Zosimus, brothers, Nicon, Neon, Heliodorus and thirty soldiers, who because of the miracles of blessed Mark believed in Christ, and were crowned with martyrdom in various manners and places. 

 On the same day, the passion of St Maximus, under the Emperor. Decius. 

 At Toulouse, St Exuperius, Bishop and Confessor. St Jerome has in a memorable account told how this blessed man was as sparing for himself as he was generous to others. 

 At Genoa, St Solomon, Bishop and Confessor. At Brescia, St Silvinus, Bishop. 

 In Bethlehem of Juda, St Eustochium, Virgin, who went from Rome with her mother, blessed Paula, to Palestine; and there, having been brought up with other holy virgins at the Lord's Crib, adorned mth great merits departed to the Lord. 

 At Schornsheim, near Mainz, St Lioba, Virgin, renowned for her /iniracles. 

The Twenty-Ninth Day of September

O

N Mount Gargano, the worshipful memory of blessed Michael the Archangel. On it a church was consecrated in his name, built indeed on a humble plan, but endowed with heavenly power. 

 At Auxerre, St Fraternus, Bishop and Martyr. 

 In Thrace, the birthday of the holy martyrs Eutychius, Plautus and Heraclea. 

 In Persia, the holy martyrs Dadas, a kinsman of King Sapor, Casdoa his wife, and Gabdelas his son, who were deprived of their honours, wounded by various tortures and, after long imprisonment, slain by the sword. 

 In Armenia, the holy virgins Ripsimis and her fellow-martyrs, under King Tiridates. 

 In Persia, St Gudelia, Martyr, who after converting many to Christ, and refusing to adore the sun and fire, under King Sapor, after many torments, her head ,vas flayed and she was fixed to a tree, and merited her victory. . .  

 In Palestine, St Cynac, an anchorIte. 
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 On the same day, SS. Oriculus and his fellows, who suffered for the Catholic faith in the Vandal persecution. 

 At Mainz, St Maximus, Bishop, who suffered much at the hands of the Arians in the days of Constantius, and died a Confessor. 

 At Tours in France, the translation of blessed Odo, Abbot ofOuny. At Antioch, St Thomas, a monk, whom the people of Antioch 

honoured by a yearly feast in remembrance of a plague that was stayed by his prayers. 

 At Lucca in Tuscany, the translation of St Fridian, Bishop and Confessor.

T Pontian, Pope and Martyr, whose birthday occurs on October 30. 

 In Samaria in Palestine, St Abdias, Prophet. 

 At Rome on the Appian Way, the birthday of St Maximus, Priest and Martyr, who suffered in the persecution of Valerian and was buried at St Sixtus. 

  In the city of Ecija in Spain, blessed Crispin, Bishop, who obtained the glory of martyrdom by being beheaded. 

  On the same day, St Faustus, Deacon of Alexandria, who was first sent into exile, with St Denis, in Valerian's persecution, and later, in his old age, suffered martyrdom, being slain with the sword in Diocletian's persecution. 

  At Cæsarea in Cappadocia, St Barlaam, Martyr, who, though he was an uncouth countryman, strengthened with the wisdom of Olrist, overcame the tyrant and by the constancy of his faith conquered fire itself. St Basil the Great delivered a famous sermon to the people on his birthday. 

 At Vienne in France, the holy martyrs Severin, Exuperius and Felician, whose bodies were found after the passing of many years by their own revelation and buried with due honour by the bishop, being revently borne by the clergy and people of that city. 

 In Isauria, the passion of SS. Azas and his companions, 150 soldiers, under the Emperor Diocletian and the tribune Aquilinus.

N Persia, the passion of SS. Nersas, Bishop, and his companions.

 At Messina in Sicily, the holy martyrs Ampelus and Caius.

 At Lisbon, Portugal, the holy martyrs Verissimus, Maxima and Julia, his sisters, who suffered in Diocletian's persecution.

 At Thessalonica, St Domninus, Martyr, under the Emperor Maxirnian.

HE  birthday of St Eugene, Bishop of Toledo and Martyr, a disciple of blessed Denis the Areopagite, who after consummating the course of martyrdom in the district of Paris, obtained from the Lord thie crown of his blessed sufferings. His body was afterwards translated to Toledo in Spain. 

 At Nola in Campania, blessed Felix, Bishop and Martyr, who from his fifteenth year was renowned for his miracles, and fulfilled the contest of martyrdom with thirty others under the governor Marcian. 

 At Edessa in Mesopotamia, the passion of St Abibus, a Deacon, who was torn with hooks under the Emperor Licinius and the governor Lysanias and cast into the fire. 

 In the same place, the holy martyrs Gurias and Samonas, under the Emperor Diocletian and the governor Antonine. 

 In Africa, the holy martyrs Secundus, Fidentian and Varicus. 

 Near Archingeay, in the neighbourhood of Saintes, the birthday of St Malo, Bishop of Saint-Servan in France. He was born in England and from his earliest years was noted for his miracles. 

 At Verona, St Luperius, Bishop and Confessor. 

The Sixteenth Day of November

N Africa, .the holy martyrs Ruhnus, Mark, Valerius ana their comparnons. 

 On the same day, the holy martyrs Elpidius, Marcellus, Eustochius and their companions. Of these Elpidius, who was of senatorial rank, having confessed the faith with great constancy before Julian the Apostate, was in the first place tied, together with his companions, to wild horses and dragged along by them, and then cast into the fire, and so suffered a glorious martyrdom. 

 At Lyons in France, the birthday of St Eucherius, Bishop and Confessor, a man of admirable faith and learning. Of noble senatorial rank, he turned to the religious life and habit and for a long time gladly served Christ with fasting and prayer shut up in the depths of a cave; then, discovered by the intervention of an angel, he was solemnly enthroned as Bishop of Lyons. 

 At Padua, St Fidentius, Bishop. 

 On the same day, the death of St Othmar, Abbot. 
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The Fourth Day of October

T Corinth, the birthday of SS. Crispus and Caius, whom St Paul the Apostle mentions in writing to the Coanthians. 

 At Athens, St Hierotheus, a disciple of blessed Paul the Apostle. 

 At Damascus, St Peter, Bishop and Martyr, who was accused before the Prince of the Agarenes of teaching the faith of Christ. And so his tongue, hands and feet were cut off, and he consummated matyrdom by crucifixion. 

 At Alexandria, the holy priests and deacons Caius, Faustus, Eusebius, Chreremon, Lucius and their companions; some of these were made martyrs in the persecution of Valerian, while others by serving the martyrs merited the reward of martyrdom. 

 In Egypt, the holy martyrs Mark and Marcian, brothers, and almost innumerable others of either sex and every age. Some of these, after scourging, others after horrible tortures of various kinds, were committed to the flames, others cast into the sea, some beaten on the head, many consumed by hunger, others fixed to gibbets, some of them even with their heads downward and their feet raised up on high. They merited a most blessed crown of martyrdom. 

 At Bologna, St Petronius, Bishop and Confessor, who was renowned for doctrine, miracles and holiness. 

 At Paris, St Aurea, Virgin. 

The Fifth Day of October

T Messina in Sicily, the birthday of the holy martyrs Placid, a monk, a disciple of blessed Abbot Benedict, and his brothers Eutychius and Victorinus, and Flayia, a Virgin, his sister; also Donatus, Firmatus (a Deacon), Faustus anf thirty other monks, who were slain by the pirate Manucha for the faith of Christ. 

 At Smyrna, t,he birthday ot: blessed Thraseas, Bishop of Eumenia, who suffered martyrdom. 

 At Auxerre, the death of St Firmatus, a Deacon, and his sister Flaviana, a Virgin. 

 At Trier, the holy martyrs Palmatius and his companions, who underwent martyrdom under the governor Rictiovarus in the persecution of Diocletian. 

 On the same day, the passion of St Charitina, Virgin, who, under the Emperor Diocletian and the proconsul Domitius, was tortured by fire and cast into the sea. When she had escaped from there unhurt, her hands.and feet were cut off and her teeth torn out, and she gave up the ghost m prayer. 
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 In the province of Samnium, blessed Mennas, a solitary, whose virtues and miracles Pope St Gregory commemorates. 

The Twelfth Day of November

T Martin I, Pope and Martyr, whose birthday is mentioned on September 16.  

 In Asia, the passion of the holy bishops Aurelius and Publius. 

 At Esschen in Belgium, St Livin, Bishop and Martyr. After he had converted many to the Christian faith, he was slain by the heathen. His body was later translated to the port of Ghent. 

 Near Casimir in Poland, the holy hermits and martyrs Benedict, John, Matthew, Isaac and Christian. While celebrating the di\rine service they were cruelly attacked by robbers and slain by the sword. 

 Near the town of Sergines in the neighbourhood of Sens, St Paternus, Monk and Martyr. He met some robbers in a wood near by and tried to persuade them to amend their lives, but they slew him. 

 At Avignon, St Rufus, who was the first bishop of that city. 

 At Cologne, the death of St Cunibert, Bishop. 

 At Tarazon in Aragon, blessed Emilian, a Priest, who was renowned for numerous miracles; St Braulio, Bishop of Saragossa, has written of his admirable life. 

 At Constantinople, St Nilus, Abbot, who from being prefect of the city became a monk, and was famous for learning and holiness in the reign of the younger Theodosius. 

The Thirteenth Day of November

T Ravenna, the birthday of the holy martyrs Valentine, Solutor and Victor, who suffered under the Emperor Diocletian. 

 At Aix in the province of Narbonne, blessed Mitrius, a most famous martyr. 

 At Cæsarea in Palestine, the passion of SS. Antonine, Zebina, Germanus and Ennatha, Virgin. The last, under Galerius Maximian, was scourged and burnt with fire; the others were beheaded on courageously and loudly rebuking Firmilian the governor for his impiety when he was offering sacrifice to the gods. 
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 At Rome, the holy martyrs Marcellus and Apuleius, who were first of all followers of Simon Magus, but seeing the wondrous works which the Lord did through Peter the Apostle, they left Simon and accepted the teaching of the Apostles. After the passion of the Apostles they obtained the crown of martyrdom, under the proconsul Aurelian and were buried not far from the City. (Their feast is kept tomorrow)

 Also at Augusta Euphratesia, St Julia, Virgin, who consummatd martyrdom under Marcian the governor. 

 At Padua, St Justina, Virgin and Martyr, who was baptized by blessed Prosdocimus, a disciple of St Peter. As she remained immovable in the faith of Christ, she was pierced with a sword by command of Maximus the governor, and passed to the Lord. 

 At Bourges in Aquitaine, St Augustus, Priest and Confessor. 

 In th.e district of Rheims, St Helanus, Priest.

HE holy martyrs Sergius, Bacchus, Marcellus and Apuleius whose birthday is recorded on the previous day) 

 (On the same day} the birthday of blessed Simeon, the old man, who, as is related in the Gospel, took the Lord Jesus in his arms and prophesied about him, when he was presented in the temple. 

 At Laodicea in Phrygia, St Artemon, Priest, who received the crown of martyrdom by fire in the reign of the Emperor Diocletian. 

 At Thessalonica, St Demetrius, a proconsul, who, after he had brought many to Christ's faith, suffered martyrdom, being pierced with spears by command of the Emperor Maximian. 

 In the same place, St Nestor, Martyr. 

 At Seville in Spain, St Peter, Martyr. 

At Cæsarea in Palestine, the passion of St Reparata, Virgin and Martyr, who for refusing to sacrifice to idols was afflicted with various kinds of torments, and finally smitten with the sword, under the Emperor Decius. Her soul was seen to go forth from her body and to ascend to heaven in the form of a dove. 

  In the district of Laon, St Benedicta, Virgin and Martyr. 

 At Ancona, SS. Palatias and Laurentia, who were sent into exile during Diocletian's persecution under the governor Dion and were overcome by labours and hardships. 

 At Rouen, St Evodius, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Jerusalem, St Pelagia, called the Penitent.        
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 At Amasea in Pontus, the birthday of St Theodore, a soldier, who in the reign of the Emperor Maximian was grievously beaten for confessing the Catholic faith and cast into prison. There the Lord appeared to him, and admonished him to bear himself with constancy and as a man, so that he was encouraged. Finally, after he had been stretched upon the rack and lacerated with hooks so that his entrails appeared, he was given over to be burnt with lighted torches. St Gregory of Nyssa celebrated his praise in a famous eulogy. 

 At Tyana in Cappadocia, the passion of St Orestes, under the Emperor Diocletian. 

 At Thessalonica, St Alexander, Martyr, under the Emperor Maximian. 

 At Bourges in Aquitaine, St Ursin, Confessor, who was ordained at Rome by the successors of the Apostles and appointed first Bishop of Bourges. 

 At Naples in Campania, St Agrippinus, Bishop, renowned for miracles. 

 At Constantinople, the holy virgins Eustolia, a Roman maiden, and Sopatra, the daughter of the Emperor Maurice. 

 At Beyrouth in Syria, the commemoration of the Image of the Saviour, which when crucified by the Jews poured forth blood so plenteously that the churches of the East and West drew copiously from it. 

The Tenth Day of November

HE birthday of the holy martyrs Trypho and Respicius, and Nympha, Virgin. 

 (At Rome, likewise, the birthday of Pope St Leo I, Confessor and Doctor of the Church, who, because of his outstanding virtues, is called the Great. During his pontificate the holy Council of Chalcedon took place and in it he condemned, through his legates, Eutyches, and afterwards confirmed by his own authority the decrees of this Council. At length, after he had issued many ordinances and had written copiously, as a Good Shepherd deserving well of the Holy Church of God and of the entire flock of Christ, he rested in peace. His festival, however, is observed on April 11.) 
 At Iconium in Lycaonia, the holy women Tryphenna and Tryphosa, who made much progress in Christian perfection through the preaching of blessed Paul and the example of Thecla. 
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him, joined him as his companion. Both, after being cast into a vessel of boiling oil and in no wise hurt, fulfilled martyrdom by beheading, together with 200 others who, moved by that miracle, had found faith in Christ. 

 In the island of Crete, blessed Pinytus, most noble of bishops, who flourished as bishop in the city of Gnosia, under Marcus Antoninus Verus and Lucius Aurelius Commodus, and left in his writings as in a mirror the living image of himself 

 At York in England, St Paulinus, Bishop, a disciple of blessed Pope Gregory, who sent him thither with others to preach the Gospel. He converted King Edwin and his people to the Christian faith. 

 At Piombino in Tuscany, St Cerbonius, Bishop and Confessor who, as St Gregory relates, was famous for his miracles both in life and death. 

 At Verona, St Cerbonius, Bishop. 

 At Capua, St Paulinus, Bishop.

EAST of the Motherhood of the Blessed Virgin Mary) 
 At Tarsus in Cilicia, the. holy women Zenais and Philomilla, sisters, who were kinsfolk of St Paul the Apostle and his disciples in the faith. 

 In the neighbourhood of Vexin in France, the passion of the holy martyrs Nicasius, Bishop of Rouen, Quirinus, a Priest, Scubiculus, a Deacon, and Pientia, a Virgin, under the governor Fescennius. 

 At Besançon.in France, St Germanus, Bishop and Martyr. 

 Likewise, the passion of SS. Anastasius, a Priest, Placid, Genesius and their companions. 

 At Tarsus in Cilicia, the birthday of the holy martyrs Tharacus, Probus and Andronicus, who suffered a filthy prison for a long time in the persecution of Diocletian; thrice were they put to the torture with various pains and torments, and finally obtained the crown of glory, by beheading, for their witness for Christ. 

 In the Thebaid, St Sarmatus, a disciple of St Antony the Abbot, who was slain for Christ's sake by the Saracens. 

At Uzes in France, St Firminus, Bishop and Confessor. 

At Lier in Belgium, the death of St Gummar,, Confessor.

At Rennes in France,. St Emilian, Confessor. 
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The Sixth Day of November

T Barcelona in Spain, St Severus, Bishop and Martyr, whose head  was pierced by a nail for the Catholic faith so that he obtained the crown of martyrdom. 

 At Thinissa in Africa, the birthday of St Felix, Martyr, who, after bearing witness to the faith, was led away to torment and on the next day found dead in prison (as St Augustine relates in expounding a psalm to the people on his feast day). 

 At Theopolis, that is Antioch, ten holy martyrs who are said to have suffered at the hands of the Saracens. 

 In Phrygia, St Atticus, Martyr. 

 At Bergues in Flanders, the burial of St Winoc, Abbot, who was renowned for virtues and miracles and ministered for a long time to the brethren ruled by him. 

 At Fondi in Latium, St Felix, monk. 

 At Limoges in Aquitaine, St Leonard, Confessor, a disciple of blessed Remi, Bishop. Of noble birth, he chose a solitary life and was famous for holiness and miracles. His power was especially manifested in the liberation of captives.. 

The Seventh Day of November

T Padua, the death of St Prosdocimus, first Bishop of that city. He. was ordained Bishop by blessed Peter the Apostle, and sent to that city to preach the word of God; and there he died a blessed death, renowned for many virtues and wonders. 

 At Perugia, St Herculanus, Bishop and Martyr. 

 On the same day, St Amaranthus, Martyr, who was buried at the city of Albi after loyally running his course, and lives in glory. 

 At Melitine in Armenia, the passion of SS. Hiero, Nicander, Hesychius and thirty others, who were crowned in Diocletian's persecution under the governor Lysias. 

 At Amphipolis in Macedonia, the holy martyrs Auctus, Taurio and Thessalonica. 

 At Ancyra in Galatia, the passion of SS. Melasippus, Antony and Carina, under Julian the Apostate.

T Rome, on the Aurelian Way, the birthday of blessed Callistus I,  Pope and Martyr, who at the command of the Emperor Alexander was long tortured by starvation in prison and scourged daily; lastly he was thrown from a window of the house wherein he was kept and drowned in a well, so meriting the triumph of victory. 

 At Rimini, St Gaudentius, Bishop and Martyr. At Cæsarea in Palestine, SS. Carponius, Evaristus and Priscian, brothers of blessed Fortunata, who together obtained the crown of martyrdom, their throats being cut by the sword. 

 Likewise, SS. Saturninus and Lupus.

 At Cæsarea in Palestine, St Fortunata, Virgin and Martyr, the sister of the above-mentioned martyrs Carponius, Evaristus and Priscian; she rendered up her spirit to God after overcoming the rack, fire, beasts and other torments in the persecution of Diocletian. Her body was afterwards translated to Naples in Campania. 

 At Todi in Umbria, St Fortunatus, Bishop, who (as blessed Pope Gregory relates) was remarkable for his great power in putting unclean spirits to flight. 

 At Würzburg in Germany, St Burchard, first Bishop of that city.

 At Bruges in Flanders, St Donatian, Bishop of Rheims. 

 At Trier, St Rusticus, Bishop. 

 At Lyons in France, St Justus, Bishop and Confessor, a man of wondrous sanctity and endowed with the spirit of prophecy. He gave up his bishopric and departed with Viator, his lector, into an Egyptian desert and, after leading an almost angelic life for many years, and the fitting end of his labours drew nigh, he passed to the Lord to receive just reward. His holy body, and the bones of blessed Viator, his minister, were afterwards translated to Lyons on September 2. 

The Fifteenth Day of October

T Rome, on the Via Aurelia, St Fortunatus, Martyr. 

 At Cologne, the birthday of 300 holy martyrs who fulfilled the course of their struggle in the persecution of Maximian. 

 At Carthage, St Agileus, Martyr, on whose birthday St Augustine preached to the people about him.

 At Lyons in France, St Antiochus, who, after zealously

The Third Day of November

HE birthday of St. Quartus, a disciple of the  Apostles. 

 At Viterbo, the holy martyrs Valentine, a Priest, and Hilary, a Deacon, who in the persecution of Maximian were cast into the Tiber for Christ's sake with heavy stones tied to them. Through the power of God they were delivered therefrom by an angel. Finally, they had their throats cut and obtained the crown of martyrdom. 

 At Cresarea in Cappadocia, the holy martyrs Germanus, Theophilus, Cresarius and Vitalis, who nobly endured martyrdom in the Decian persecution. 

 At Saragossa in Spain, innumerable holy martyrs who in wondrous way fell for Christ's sake under Dacian, governor of Spain. 

 In Wales, St Winifred, Virgin and Martyr. 

 On the same day, St Hubert, Bishop of Tongres. 

 At Vienne in France, St Domnus, Bishop and Confessor. 

 Likewise, the death of St Pirmin, Bishop of Meaux. 

 At Urgel in Spain, St Hermengaud, Bishop. 

At Rome, St Sylvia, mother of Pope St Gregory. 

The Fourth Day of November
A

T Bologna, SS. Vitalis and Agricola, Martyrs, the former of whom was previously the slave of the latter, but afterwards his companion and fellow in martyrdom. The persecutors used all kinds of torments against him, so that in all his body there was no place unwounded; but he bore them with constancy to the end, and gave up his spirit to God in prayer. They slew Agricola by fixing him with many nails to a cross. St Ambrose was present at their translation and relates how he gathered up the nails of the martyr, his glorious blood and the \vood of his cross, and buried them under the sacred altars. 

 On the same day, the birthday of SS. Philologus and Patrobas, disciples of St Paul the Apostle. 

 At Autun, St Proculus, Bishop and Martyr. 

 At Myra in Lycia, the holy martyrs Nicander, Bishop, and Hermas, Priest, under the governor Libanius.                 
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 On the same day, the passion of SS. Victor, Alexander and Marian. 

 In Persia, St Mameltas, Martyr, who by the warnIng of an angel was converted from the worship of idols to the faith, and then stoned by the heathen and drowned in a deep lake. . 

 At Orange in France, St Florentius, Bishop, who rested in peace, adorned with many virtues. 

The Eighteenth Day of October

I

N Bithynia, the birthday of St Luke the Evangelist, who suffered much for the name of Christ and died filled with the Holy Spirit. His bones were translated to Constantinople and thence taken to Padua. 

 At Antioch, St Asclepiades, Bishop, who was one of that renowned band of martyrs who suffered gloriously under Macrinus. 

 At Neocresarea in Pontus, St Athenodorus, Bishop; he was the 

brother of St Gregory the Wonder-worker, and, renowned for his learning, he was martyred in the persecution of Aurelian. 

 At Saint-Just-en-Chausee, in the neighbourhood of Beauvais, St Justus, who, while yet a boy, was beheaded in the persecution of Diocletian under the governor Rictiovarus. 

 At Rome, St Tryphonia, sometime wife of the Emperor Decius, who was the mother of St Cyrilla, Virgin and Martyr. Her body is buried in the crypt near that of St Hippolytus. 

 In Mesopotamia in the borderland of Edessa, the commemoration of St Julian the Hermit, surnamed Sabas, of whom there is also mention on January 17. 

The Nineteenth Day of October

A

T Rome, the birthday of the holy martyrs Ptolemy and Lucius, under Marcus Antoninus; the former (as St Julian records) converted a certain immodest woman to the faith of Christ and taught her to live in chastity, and was accused by an impure man before the prefect Urbicius, and enfeebled for a long time in a foul prison. Finally when by a public confession he bore witness that Christ was his master, he was ordered to...be led out to die. Lucius also, on protesting against the sentence to Urbicius and freely confessing himself a Christian, received a like sentence. A third martyr was added to these, being condemned to the same punishment. 
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 In France, at St Quentin in Verrnandois, St Quentin, a Roman citizen of senatorial rank, who suffered martyrdom under the Emperor Maximian. His body, after fifty-five years, was found uncorrupted, by the revelation of an angel. 

 At Milan, St Antonine, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Ratisbon in Bavaria, St Wolfgang, Bishop.  

 At Rome, the translation of blessed Nemesius, Deacon, and his daughter, the Virgin Lucilla, who were beheaded on August 25.

The First Day of November

T

HE Festival of All the Saints (which Pope Boniface IV instituted in honour of the Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of God, and of the holy martyrs, after he had dedicated the temple called the Pantheon on May 13, and ordered to be celebrated annually in the City of Rome. But Gregory IV decreed later that this same festival, which was already celebrated in different ways in various Churches, should be solemnly observed on this day in the Universal Church for ever in honour of all the saints. 

 In Persia, the holy martyrs John, a Bishop, and James, a Priest, under King Sapor. 

 At Terracina in Campania, the birthday of St Cæsarius, Deacon, who was ill-treated in prison for many days, and afterwards, together with the priest, St Julian, placed in a sack and cast into the sea. 

 In the town of Dijon, St Benignus, a Priest, who was sent to France by blessed Polycarp to preach the Gospel, and afterwards, in the reign of the Emperor Marcus Aurelius, was greatly afflicted by the judge Terence with the severest torments. Last of all, it was ordered that his neck be beaten with an iron bar and his body transpierced with a spear. 
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 Near Thomar in Portugal, St Irene, Virgin and Martyr; her body was honourably buried in the town of Scalabis, which since that time has been honoured by being named after her.  

 At Aussonce, in the neighbourhood of Rheims, St Sindulph, Priest and Confessor. 

 At Minden in Germany, the translation of St Felician, Bishop of Foligno and Martyr; a portion of his holy relics was placed in an urn and brought to Germany from the city of Foligno in Umbria, where he had formerly suffered, on January 24. 

 At Paris, likewise the translation of the holy martyrs George, a Deacon, and Aurelius from Cordova, a city of Spain, in which, with three companions, they had consummated martyrdom on July 27. 

The Twenty-First Day of October

I

N Cyprus, the birthday of St Hilarion, Abbot, whose life, full of virtues and miracles, was written by St Jerome. 

 At Cologne, the birthday of SS. Ursula and her companions, martyrs, wlio were slain by the Huns for the Christian religion and their constancy in virginity, and ended their lives by martyrdom. Many of their bodies are buried at Cologne. 

At Ostia, St Asterius, Priest and Mart)l, who (as ,'e read in the passion of blessed Pope Callistus) suffered under the Emperor Alexander. 

 At Nicomedia, the birthday of SS. Dasius, Zoticus, Caius, and twelve other soldiers, who after various torments were drowned in the sea. 

 At Lyons, St Viator, a minister of blessed Justus, Bishop of Lyons. At Maronia in Syria, near Antioch, St Malchus, a monk. 

 In the fortress of Laon, St Cilinia, the mother of blessed Remi, Bishop of Rheims. 

The Twenty-Second Day of October

A

T Jerusalem, St Mary Salome, the mother of the Apostles James  and John, who is referred to in the Gospel as having cared for the Lord's burial. 

 At Jerusalem, blessed Mark, Bishop, a most noble and learned man. He was the first Gentile to receive the office of governing the Church of Jerusalem, and, not long after, merited to receive the palm of martyrdom under the Emperor Antoninus. 
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Gospel in Egypt and Thaddeus in Mesopotamia, and then they both entered Persia and suffered martyrdom there, after having made subject an innumerable multitude of that people to the yoke of Christ. 

 At Rome, St Anastasia the Elder, Virgin, and Cyril, Martyrs. The former was bound with chains in Valerian's persecution under the prefect Probus, smitten with blows, tortured with fire and scourges, but since she remained immovable in the confession of Christ her breasts were cut off, her nails tom out, her teeth broken, her hands and feet cut off, and being beheaded, adorned with the jewels of so many sufferings, she passed to her Spouse; but Cyril, who offered her water when she begged for it, received martyrdom as his reward. 

 In the same city, St Cyrilla, Virgin, the daughter of St Tryphonia, whose throat was cut for Christ's sake under the Emperor Oaudius. 

 At Como, St Fidelis, Martyr, under the Emperor Maximian. 

 At Mainz, St Ferrutius, Martyr. 

 At Meaux in France, St Faron, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Vercelli, St Honoratus, Bishop. 

The Twenty-Ninth Day of October

T

HE holy bishops MaXimilian, Martyr, and Valentine, Confessor. 

At Sidon in Phrenicia, St Zenobius, Priest, who in the bitterness of the last persecution exhorted others to martyrdom and was himself also found worthy to suffer. 

 In Lucania, the holy martyrs Hyacinth, Quinctus, Felician and Lucius. 

 At Bergamo, St Eusebia, Virgin and Martyr. 

 At Jerusalem, the birthday of blessed Narcissus, Bishop, a man praiseworthy for holiness, patience and faith, who passed to the Lord when 116 years old. 

 At Autun, St John, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Cassiope in the island of Corfu, St Donatus, Bishop, of whom blessed Pope Gregory writes. 

 At Vienne in France, the death of blessed Theodore, Abbot. 

The Thirtieth Day of October

I

N Sardinia, the birthday of St Pontian, Pope and Martyr; he was exiled to that island by the Emperor Alexander in company with Hippolytus, a Priest, and was scourged and thus achieved martyrdom. 
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 At Bordeaux, St Severin, Bishop of Cologne, Confessor. 

 At Rouen, St Romanus, Bishop. Near Salerno, St Verus, Bishop. 

 In the district of Amiens, St Domitius, Priest. 

The Twenty-Fourth Day of October

(T

HE Feast of St Raphael the Archangel, whose dignity, and benefits to mankind are set forth in the sacred book of Tobias.) 

 At Venosa in Apulia, the birthday of the holy martyrs Felix (an African Bishop), Audactus and Januarius (Priests), Fortunatus and Septimus (Lectors), who in the time of Diocletian were by the pro- curator Magdellian put into irons and for a long time enfeebled in prison in Africa and Sicily. Since Felix would not, in accordance with the emperor's edict, deliver up the sacred books, they were at last slain with the sword. 

 At Tongres in Belgium, St Evergislus, Bishop of Cologne and Martyr. To fulfil his duties in the pastoral office he journeyed thither, and whilst on his way, at night, alone, to pray at the monastery of the Blessed Virgin Mary, robbers struck him with an arrow and he died. 

 Among the Homerites in the city of Nagran in Arabia, the passion of SS. Aretas and his 340 companions in the time of the Emperor Justin, under the Jewish tyrant Dunaan. After these, a Christian woman was delivered to the flames, and her son, five years old, in his lisping voice I confessed Christ, and could not be silenced by promises or threats, but threw himself headlong into the fire where his mother was burning. 

 At Constantinople, St Proclus, Bishop. In the isle of Sark, St Maglorius, Bishop; after he had laid down the episcopal office, which he had exercised for three years towards a few scattered Bretons in Brittany, he built a monastery on that island. There he spent the remainder of his life in holiness. His body was later translated to Paris. 

 In the monastery of Durin in France, St Martin; Abbot and Deacon; his body was translated thence to the monastery of Vertou. 

 In Campania, St Mark the Solitary, whose illustrious deeds Pope St Gregory has recorded. 

The Twmty-Fifth Day of October

A

T Rome, the holy martyrs Chrysanthus and his wife Daria, who, after many sufferings which they endured for Christ, under the prefect Celerinus,  were  commanded  by  the  Emperor  Numerius  to  be
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set in a sand-pit on the Via Salaria, and there, while still living, to be covered with earth and stones. 

 Likewise, the birthday of St Marcellinus, Pope and Martyr; he was beheaded together with Claudius, Cyrinus and Antonine for Christ's faith in the reign of Maximian. There was at that time so great a persecution that 17,000 Christians received the crown of martyrdom in one month. The festival of St Marcellinus is observed with that of St Cletus, Pope and Martyr, on April 26. 

 At Perigueux in France, St Fronto, who was ordained bishop by St Peter the Apostle, converted a great multitude of that people to Christ with the assistance of George, a Priest, and rested in the Lord, far-famed for his miracles. 

 Likewise at Rome, the birthday of forty-six holy martyrs, who were baptized together by Pope Denis and shortly after, by command of the Emperor Claudius, beheaded and buried on the Via Salaria. There also were laid 121 other martyri, among whom were the four soldiers of Christ: Theodosius, Lucius, Mark and Peter. 

 At Porto Torres in Sardinia, the holy martyrs Protus (Priest) and Januarius (Deacon), who were sent to that island by Pope St Caius, and were there martyred in the time of Diocletian under the governor Barbarus. 

 At Constantinople, the passion of SS. Martyrius (Subdeacon) and Marcian (a chanter), who were slain by heretics under the Emperor Constantius. 

 At Soissons in France, the holy martyrs Crispin and Crispinian, Romans of noble birth, who in the persecution of Diocletian, under the governor Rictiovarus, were, after savage torments, butchered by the sword and obtained the crown of martyrdom. Their bodies were afterwards borne to Rome and buried with honour in the church of St Laurence in Panisperna. 

 At Florence, the passion of blessed Minias, a soldier, who strove well for the faith of Christ under the Emperor Decius and was crowned with a noble martyrdom. 

 At Brescia, the birthday of St Gaudentius, Bishop, remarkable for learning and sanctity. 

 At Mende In France, St Hilary, Bishop.
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The Twenty-Sixth Day of October

T Rome, St Evaristus, Pope and Martyr, who empurpled the Church of God with his blood under the Emperor Hadrian. 

In Africa, the holy martyrs Rogatian (Priest) and Felicissimus, who were crowned with an illustrious martyrdom in the persecution of Valerian and Gallienus, and of whom St Cyprian writes in his letter to the Confessors. 

 At Nicomedia, the holy martyrs Lucian, Florius and their compamons. 

 At Narbonne, France, St Rusticus, Bishop and Confessor, who flourished in the reigns of the Emperors Leo and Valentinian. 

 At Salerno, St Gaudiosus, Bishop. 

 LikewISe, St Quadragesimus, a Subdeacon, who raised a dead man to life. 

The Twenty-Seventh Day of October

A

T Avila in Spain, the passion of SS. Vincent, Sabina and Christeta,  who first were stretched on the rack so that all their joints were broken, then their heads, placed over stones, were smitten with heavy bars until their brains were beaten out, and so they fulfilled martyrdom under the governor Dacian. 

 At Til-Chatel in France, St Florentius, Martyr. 

 In Cappadocia, the holy martyrs Capitolina and Erotheis her maid, who suffered under Diocletian, 

 In the Indies, St Frumentius, Bishop, who was first of all a captive there and afterwards, being ordained bishop by St Athanasius, spread the Gospel in that province. 

 At Naples in Campania, St Gaudiosus, an African bishop who came to Campania by reason of the Vandal persecution and died a holy death in a monastery in that city. 

 In Ethiopia, St Elesbaan, King, who, after overcoming Christ's enemies, sent his royal diadem to Jerusalem in the time of the Emperor Justin, and after leading a monastic life, as he had vowed, passed to the Lord. 

The Twenty-Eighth Day of October

I

N Persia, the birthday o! the blessed Apostles Simon the Canaanite; and Thaddeus, who is also called Jude; Simon preached the
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 At Adrianople in Thrace, the birthday of the holy martyrs Philip (Bishop), Severus (Priest), Eusebius and Hermes, who under Julian the Apostate were burnt to death after imprisonment and scourging. 

 Likewise, the holy martyrs Alexander, Bishop, Heraclius, a soldier, and their companions. 

 At Fermo in the March of Ancona, St Philip, Bishop and Martyr. 

 At Cologne, St Cordula, who was one of the companions of St Ursula. She hid herself, being terrified by the punishments and slaughter of the others; but repenting of her deed, on the next day made herself known to the Huns of her own accord, and, last of them all, received the crown of martyrdom. 

 At Huesca in Spain, the holy virgins Nunilo and Alodia, sisters, who were punished by death by the Saracens for confessing the faith, and consummated martyrdom. 

 At Hierapolis in Phrygia, St Abercius, Bishop, who flourished under the Emperor Marcus Antoninus. 

 At Rouen, St. Mellon,. Bishop, who was ordained by Pope St Stephen and sent thither to preach the Gospel. 

 In Tuscany,  St Donatus, an Irishman, Bishop of Fiesole. 

 At Verona, St Verecundus, Bishop and Confessor. 

The Twenty- Third Day of October

A

T Antioch, the bIrthday of St Theodore, Priest,who was arrested in the persecution of the wicked Julian, and, after the torture of the rack and many severe torments, including the burning of his sides with torches, as he persisted in the confession of Christ, consummated mart)Tdom by the death of the sword. 

 In Spain, near Cadiz, at Puente de Zuaso, the holy martyrs Servandus and Germanus, who, in the persecution of Diocletian, under the subgovernor Viator, after stripes, squalid imprisonment, hunger, thirst and the hardships of a long journey which they endured loaded with chains, at last fulfilled the course of their martyrdom, their throats being severed. Germanus was buried at Merida and Servandus at Seville.  

 At Constantinople, St Ignatius, Bishop, who, as he rebuked Bardas Cresar for putting away his wife, was by him afflicted with many torments and driven into exile. He was, however, restored by the Roman Pontiff Nicholas, and at last rested in peace. 
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His body was brought to Rome by blessed Pope Fabian and buried in the cemetery of Callistus. His festival, however, is observed on November 19. 

 At Ægea in Cilicia, the passion of SS. Zenobius, Bishop, and his sister Zenobia, under the governor Lysias, in the reign of Diocletian. 

 At Altino, in the neighbourhood of Venice, St Theonestus, Bishop and Martyr, who was slain by the Arians. 

 In Africa, the birthday of 220 holy martyrs. 

 At Tangier in Morocco, the passion of St Marcellus, a centurion; he was the father of SS. Claudius, Lupercus and Victorius, and he achieved martyrdom by beheading under Agricolaus, who was acting praetor for the prefect. 

 At Alexandria, thirteen holy martyrs, who, in company with SS. Julian, Eunus and Macharius, suffered under the Emperor Decius. 

 At Cagliari in Sardinia, St Saturninus, Martyr, who was beheaded by the governor Barbarus, in the persecution of Diocletian. 

 At Apamea in Phrygia, St Maximus, Martyr, under the same Diocletian. 

 At Leon in Spain, the holy martyrs Claudius, Lupercus and Victorius, sons of St Marcellus the centurion; they were condemned to be beheaded by Diogenian the governor, in the persecution of Diocletian and Maximian. 

 At Paris, St Lucan, Martyr. 

 At Alexandria, St Eutropia, Martyr, who was arrested while visiting the martyrs, was cruelly tortured in their company and gave up the ghost. 

 At Antioch, St Serapion, Bishop, most famous for his learning. 

 At Capua, St Germanus, Bishop and Confessor, a man of great holiness; St Benedict saw his soul, at the hour of his death, carried into heaven by angels. 

The Thirty~First Day of October

A

T Rome, SS. Ampliatus, Urban and Narcissus, of whom St Paul makes mention in writing to the Romans: who were slain by Jews and Gentiles for the Gospel of Christ. 

 At Constantinople, St Stachys, Bishop, who was ordained first bishop of that city by blessed Andrew the Apostle. 
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 At Antioch, SS. Beronicus, Pelagia, a Virgin, and forty-mne others. 

 In Egypt, St Varus, a soldier, who, under the Emperor Maximian, visited and refreshed seven holy monks who were kept m pnson. When one of them died, he wished to be accepted in his place, and after suffering with them most cruel torments, he obtained the palm of martyrdom. 

 At Evreux in France, St Aquiline, Bishop and Confessor. 

 In the district of Orleans, the burial of St Veranus, Bishop. 

 In Ireland, in a monastery in the Forest of Kildare, St Ethbin, Abbot. 

 At Oxford in England, St Frideswide, Virgin. 

The Twentieth Day of October

I

N the town of Abia, near Aquila in the Abruzzi, the birthday of blessed Maximus, Deacon and Martyr, who, in his desire to suffer, showed himself of his o\m accord to the persecutors who were in pursuit; and after making a courageous confession he was stretched on the rack and tortured, then beaten with scourges, and finally cast headlong from a height and thus died. 

 At Agen in France, St Caprasius, Martyr, who lay hid in a cave to escape the raging persecution. At length, after hearing how blessed Faith, Virgin, had endured suffering for Christ, he was roused to bear suffering himself, and prayed to the Lord that if he judged him worthy of the glory of martyrdom, clear water should flow from a rock in the cave. The Lord afforded him this sign, and he hastened, sure of himself, to the place of the contest, and by his brave stand merited the palm of martyrdom, under the Emperor Maximian. 

 At Antioch, St Artemius, an imperial commandant, who held military office with great honour under Constantine the Great. By Julian the Apostate, whom he had rebuked for his cruelty to the Christians, he was ordered to be scourged and afflicted with other torments and finally beheaded. 

 At Constantinople, St Andrew of Crete, a monk, who was often scourged by Constantine Copronymus on account of his veneration for the holy images, and at length gave up the ghost after one of his feet had been cut off. 

 At Cologne, the passion of the holy virgins Martha and Saula with many others. 
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 At Damascus, the passion of SS. Cæsarius, Dacius and five others. 

 On the same day, St Mary, a handmaid, who on being accused of professing the Christian religion, was afflicted with cruel stripes under the Emperor Hadrian, and tortured by stretching on the rack and tearing with hooks, and so fulfilled martyrdom. 

 At Tarsus in Cilicia, SS. Cyrenia and Juliana, under the Emperor Maximian. 

 In Auvergne in France, St Austremonius, first Bishop of Clermont. 

 At Paris, the death of St Marcellus, Bishop. 

 At Bayeux, St Vigor, Bishop, in the time of Childebert, King of the Franks. 

 At Angers in France, the burial of St Licinius, Bishop, a holy old man. 

 At Tivoli, St Severin, a monk. 

 At Larchant in the Gatinais in France, St Maturin, Confessor. 

The Second Day of November

T

HE Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed. 

[If November 2 falls on a Sunday, the above words are read in the first place on the day following. 

 At Pettau in Hungary, the birthday of St Victorinus, Bishop of that city who after publishing many writings (as St Jerome records) was crowned with martyrdom in Diocletian's persecution. 

 At Trieste, the passion of blessed Justus, who suffered martyrdom in the same persecution under the governor Manatius. 

 At Sebaste in Armenia, SS. Carterius, Styriacus, Tobias, Eudoxius, Agapius and their companions, martyrs under the Emperor Licinius. 

 In Persia, the holy martyrs Acindynus, Pegasius, Aphthonius, Elpidephorus, and Anempodistus, with many companions. 

 In Africa, the birthday of the holy martyrs Publius, Victor, Hermes and Papias. 

 At Tarsus in Cilicia, St Eustochium, Virgin and Martyr, who gave up the ghost in prayer after cruel torments, under Julian the Apostate. 

 At Laodicea in Syria, St Theodotus, Bishop, who was adorned not with words only, but with deeds and virtues. 

 At Vienne in France, St George, Bishop. 

 In the monastery of Agaune, in France, St Ambrose, Abbot. 

 At Cyrus in Syria, St Marcian, Confessor. 

 On the date on which the Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed is actually celebrated, before None is read:

N the monastery of Montier-en-Der in France, St Bercharius, Abbot and Martyr. 

 In Africa, 270 holy martyrs crowned together. 

 In the same place, SS. Martinian and Saturian with their two brothers, who in the time of the Vandal persecution, under the Arian King Genseric, were servants. of a certain Vandal, and were converted to Christ's faith by their fellow-servant St Maxima, a Virgin. For their constancy in the Catholic faith they were first of all beaten with knotted scourges by their master, and flayed even to the bones; but after suffering such things for a long time and returning on the next day always altogether unhurt, they were at last sent into exile, where they converted many barbarians to the faith of Christ, and obtained from the Roman pontiff a priest and other ministers who baptized them. Finally, with feet tied together, at the backs of moving chariots, they were ordered to be dragged through thorny parts of a wood to their death. Maxima, however, after overcoming in many contests, was by the power of God set free and made a holy end in a monastery as the mother of many virgins. 

 Also SS. Saturninus, Nereus and 365 other martyrs. 

 At Cologne, St Eliphius, Martyr, under Julian the Apostate. 

 In the district of Bourges, St Ambrose, Bishop of Cahors. 

 At Mainz, St Lullus, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Trier, St Florentine, Bishop. 

 At Arbon in Germany, St Gall, Abbot, a disciple of blessed Columban. 

The Seventeenth Day of October

T Antioch, the birthday of St Heron, a disciple of blessed Ignatius, who was made bishop after the latter, and following with pious imitation the way of his master, fell, a lover of Christ, on behalf of the flock committed to him. 
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 In the district of Vexin in France, St Clarus, Priest and Martyr. 

 At Ephesus, St Porphyrius, Martyr, under the Emperor Aurelian. 

 At Rodez in France, blessed Amantius, Bishop; whose life was remarkable for holiness and miracles. 

 At Rome, the birthday of St Pierius, Priest, of Alexandria, who was deeply learned in the Holy Scriptures, most pure in his life, wholly detached in his study of Christian philosophy. He skilfully taught the people under the Emperors Carus and Diocletian, when Theonas ruled the Church of Alexandria, and published various treatises. After the persecution he spent his whole life at Rome and rested in peace. 

 In Bithynia, St Joannicius, Abbot. 

 In Hungary at Albareale, the death of blessed Emeric, Confessor, son of St Stephen, King of Hungary. 

 At Trier, St Modesta, Virgin. 

The Fifth Day of November

T Zachary, Priest and Prophet, the father of blessed John the Baptist, the Precursor of the Lord. 

 Also St Elisabeth, the mother of the same most holy Precursor. 

 At Terracina in Campania, the birthday of the holy martyrs Felix, a Priest, and Eusebius, a monk. The latter, after he had buried the holy martyrs Julian and Cæsarius, and had converted many to the faith of Christ, whom St Felix baptized, was arrested together with Felix, and both were brought to the judge's tribunal. They were not overcome, but were both taken thence to prison and on their refusal to sacrifice were beheaded on that same night. 

 At Emesa in Phoenicia, the holy martyrs Galatio and Epistemis his wife, who in the persecution of Decius were beaten with scourges, their hands, feet and tongues mutilated, and finally achieved martyrdom by beheading. 

 Likewise, the holy martyrs Domninus, Theotimus, Philotheus, Silvanus and their companions under the Emperor Maximin. 

 At Milan, St Magnus, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Brescia, St Dominator, Bishop. 

 At Trier, St Fibitius, first an Abbot, then Bishop of that city. At Orleans in France, St Lætus, Priest and Confessor. 
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The Twelfth Day of October

T Rome, the holy martyrs Evagrius, Priscian and their companions. 

 In Afnca, 4966 confessors and martyrs 

 In the Vandal persecution under the Arian King Hunneric, some of whom were bishops of the Churches of God, some priests and deacons, with multitudes of the faithful people in addition. They were driven into exile in a horrible desert for defending Catholic truth; many of them were cruelly treated by the Moors and compelled to run at the spear-point and beaten with stones; others, with their feet tied together, were dragged like corpses through rough and hard places and torn limb from limb; and all at last, having been tortured in various ways, obtained martyrdom. Among them were those distinguished priests of the Lord, Bishops Felix and Cyprian. 

 At Ravenna on the Via Lauretina, the birthday of St Edistius, Martyr. 

 In Lycia, St Domnina, Martyr, under the Emperor Diocletian. 

 At Cilli in Yugoslavia, St Maximilian, Bishop ofLorsch. 

 At York in England, St Wilfrid, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Milan, St Monas, Bishop, who, when the election of a bishop was taking place, was surrounded by a light from heaven and at that wondrous sign was designated as bishop of that Church. 

 At Verona, St Salvinus, Bishop. 

 In Syria:, St Eustace, Priest and Confessor. 

The Thirteenth Day of October

T Troas; a city of Asia Minor, the birthday of St Carpus, a disciple of blessed Paul the Apostle. 

 At Cordova in Spain, the birthday of the holy martyrs Faustus, Januarius and Martial, who were first tortured on the rack, then had their eyebrows shaved off, their teeth torn out and their ears and nose cut off and finally consummated martyrdom by the torture of fire. 

 At Thessalonica, St Florentius, Martyr, who after various torments was burnt with fire. 

 At Stockherau in Austria, St Colman, Martyr. 

 At Antioch, St Theophilus, Bishop, who filled the see of that Church sixth after blessed Peter the Apostle. 

 At Tours in France, St Venantius, Abbot and Confessor. 
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 At Alexandria, blessed Achilles, Bishop, who was famous for his learning, faith, holiness of life and conduct. 

 In Friesland, the death of St Willibrord, Bishop of Utrecht, who was ordained bishop by blessed Pope Sergius, and preached the Gospel in Friesland and Denmark. 

 At Metz in France, St Rufus, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Strasbourg, St Florentius, Bishop. 

The Eighth Day of November

T Rome, on the Via Lavicana, three miles from the City, the  passion of the holy martyrs Claudius, Nicostratus, Symphorian, Castorius and Simplicius, who were first cast into prison, then wounded by scorpions, and, since they could not be turned aside from the faith of Christ, were commanded by Diocletian to be thrown headlong into a river. 

 Likewise on the Via Lavicana, the birthday of the Four Crowned Brothers, Severus, Severian, Carpophorus and Victorinus, who were beaten to death with blows from leaden scourges under the same emperor. As their names -  which afterwards, when years had passed, were revealed by the Lord - could not then be discovered, it was appointed that their anniversary day, together with that of the five mentioned above, should be kept under the name of the Four Crowned Martyrs, and this custom continued in the Church even after their names were revealed. 

 At Rome, St Deusdedit I, Pope, who was of merit so great that he healed a leper of his leprosy by a kiss. 

 In the village of Plexem, on the River Weser in Germany, St Willehad, first Bishop of Bremen, who, together with St Boniface, whose disciple he was, spread the gospel in Friesland and Saxony. 

 At Verdun in France, St Maur, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Tours in France, St Clarus, a Priest, whose epitaph St Paulinus wrote. 

The Ninth Day of November

T Rome in the Lateran, the Dedication of the Basilica of the  Saviour, which is the Mother and Head of all the churches of the City and the world. 
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The Ninth Day of October

T Paris, the birthday of the holy martyrs Denis the Areopagite 

(Bishop), Rusticus (Priest) and Eleutherius (Deacon). Of these, Denis having been baptized by Paul the Apostle, was ordained first Bishop of the Athenians; then, coming to Rome, he was sent to France by blessed Clement the Roman Pontiff, to fulfil the office of preaching, and arrived at Paris. After he had faithfully carried out there for some years the work committed to him, at last he suffered martyrdom, being slain with the sword with his companions after most severe torments by the prefect Fescennius. 

 On the same day, the memory of St Abraham, Patriarch and father of all believers. 

 At Monte Cassino, St Deusdedit, Abbot, who was cast into prison by the tyrant Sicardus and there gave up the ghost, overcome by famine and hardships. 

 At Borgo-San-Donnino, on the Via Claudia, in the neighbourhood of Parma, St Domninus, Martyr, who, under the Emperor Maximian, gloriously fell, transfixed with a sword by them that sought for him when he was attempting to flee from the rage of persecution. 

 In Hainault, St Gislenus, Bishop and Confessor, who, leaving his 

bishopric, led the life of a monk in a monastery which he had built, and was adorned with many virtues. 

 At Jerusalem, SS. Andronicus and Athanasia his wife. 

 At Antioch, St Publia, Abbess, who sang with her virgins, as Julian the Apostate passed by, the Psalm of David: " The idols of the heathen are silver and gold" and "May their makers become like them". By the emperor's command she was slapped and severely reproached. 
The Tenth Day of October

A

T  Cologne, St Gereon, Martyr, with 318 others, who in the per-secution of Maximian patiently laid their necks on the block for the true religion. 

 In the neighbourhood of the same city, SS. Victor and his companions, Martyrs. 

 At Bonn in Germany, the holy martyrs Cassius and Florentius, with many others. 

 At Nicomedia, the holy martyrs Eulampius and Eulampia, a Virgin, his sister, who, on hearing that her brother was being tortured for Christ's sake, leapt forth into the midst of the multitude, and, embracing  
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 At Antioch, SS. Demetrius, Bishop, Anian, a Deacon, Eustosius and twenty other martyrs. 

 In the district of Agde in France, the holy martyrs Tiberius, Modestus and Florence who, in the time of Diocletian, were affiicted with various torments and fulfilled martyrdom. 

 At Ravenna, St Probus, Bishop, renowned for miracles. 

 At Orleans in France, St Monitor, Bishop and Confessor. 

 In England, St Justus, Bishop, who was, sent by blessed Pope Gregory to that island, with Augustine, Mellitus and others to preach the Gospel and there, renowned for holiness, fell asleep in the Lord. 

 In the island of Paros, St Theoctistis, Virgin. 

The Eleventh Day of November

A

T Tours in France; the birthday of blessed Martin, Bishop and  Confessor, whose life was glorious with miracles so great that he merited to raise to life three dead men. 

 At Cotyæum in Phrygia, the remarkable passion of St Mennas, an Egyptian soldier, who in the persecution of Diocletian cast away his military insignia and merited to fight in the desert in secret for the heavenly King. He then left his solitude and with a loud voice declared himself a Christian. He was first of all tried by severe torments; then, falling on his knees in prayer, and giving thanks to the Lord Jesus Christ, he was slain with the sword and after his death was famous for many miracles. 

 At Ravenna, the holy martyrs Valentine, Felician and Victorinus, who were crowned in Diocletian's persecution. 

 In Mesopotamia, St Athenodorus, Martyr, who was tormented with fire and tortured by other punishments under the same Diocletian and Eleusius the governor. At length he was condemned to death, but when the executioner collapsed and none other dared smite him with the sword, he fell asleep in the Lord while in prayer. 

 At Lyons in France, St Veranus, Bishop, whose life was illustrious for faith and the merits of his virtues. 

 At Constantinople, St Theodore, Abbot of Studium, who fought zealously for the Catholic faith against the Iconoclasts and became famous in the Universal Church. 
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 At Ravenna, St Marcellinus, Bishop and Confessor.

 At Valence in France, St Apollinaris, Bishop, whose life was illustrious for virtues, and his death adorned with signs and wonders. 

 On the same day, St Attilan, Bishop of Zamora.

 At Rome, St Galla, widow, the daughter of the consul Symmachus, who after the death of her husband remained many years at the church of blessed Peter, Intent on prayer, alms, fasting and other holy works. Her most happy passing is described by Pope St Gregory. 

The Sixth Day of October

A

T Laodicea in Phrygia, blessed Sagar, Bishop and Martyr, who was one of the early disciples of the Apostle Paul. 

 At Auxerre, St Romanus, Bishop and Martyr. 

 At Capua, the birthday of the holy martyrs Marcellus, Castus Emilius and Saturninus. 

 At Trier, the commemoration of the almost innumerable martyrs who were slain in various ways in the persecution of Diocletian, under the governor Rictiovarus, for the faith of Christ. 

 At Agen in France, the birthday of St Faith, Virgin and Martyr, by whose example blessed Caprasius was aroused to martyrdom and happily ended his own fight on October 20. 

 Likewise, St Erotis, Martyr, who, aflame with the love of Christ, overcame the flames of fire. 

 At Oderzo in the neighbourhood of Venice, St Magnus, Bishop, whose body rests in Venice. 

The Seventh Day of October

A

T Rome, on the Via Ardeatina, the death of St Mark, Pope and Confessor. 

 In the province of Augusta Euphratesia, the holy martyrs Sergius and Bacchus, noble Romans, under the Emperor Maximian. Bacchus was scourged with thongs of raw hide until his whole body was tom, and he gave up the ghost while confessing Christ; Sergius' feet were fixed in boots spiked with nails and, as he remained steadfast in the faith, he was sentenced to be beheaded. The place where he lies is called after him Sergiopolis, and is honoured by great gatherings of Christians because of the frequent miracles there. (the memory of these saints is kept tomorrow.) 
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 In Africa, the holy martyrs Arcadius, Paschasius, Probus and Eutychian, Spaniards, who in the Vandal persecution, since they would by no means turn aside to the Arian heresy, were by the Arian King Genseric first of all proscribed, then sent into exile and tortured with the keenest punishments, and afterwards slain by various kinds of death. At that time also shone forth the courage of Paulillus, the little brother of SS. Paschasius and Eutychian, who, since he could in no way be turned from the Catholic faith, was long beaten with rods and condemned to the basest servitude. 

 At Rome, St Nicholas I, Pope, outstanding in apostolic vigour. 

 At Tours in France, St Brice, Bishop, a disciple of the blessed Bishop Martin. 

 At Toledo in Spain, St Eugene, Bishop. 

 In Auvergne in France, St Quinctian, Bishop. 

The Fourteenth Day of November

A

T Gangra in Paphlagonia, St Hypatius, Bishop, who when returning from the great Council of Nicæa was on the way assailed with stones by Novatian heretics and died a martyr. 

At Heraclea in Thrace, the birthday of the holy martyrs Clementinus, Theodotus and Philomenus. 

 At Alexandria, St Serapion, Martyr, whom the persecutors under the Emperor Decius tortured with the cruellest of punishments, so that, after breaking all his joints, they cast him headlong from the top of his own house; and so he became a glorious martyr of Christ. 

At Troyes in France, St Venerandus, Martyr, under the Emperor Aurelian. 

Also in France, St Veneranda, Virgin, who received the crown of  martyrdom under the Emperor Antoninus and the governor Asclepiades. 

At Emessa in Phoenicia, the passion of many holy women, who were most brutally tortured and slain for their faith in Christ under the cruel Arab chief Mady. 

At Bologna, St Jucundus, Bishop and Confessor. 
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others; when the palace of Diocletian was burned down, they were falsely accused of this crime, and at the command of this most cruel emperor ,vere brutally slain in groups. Some of them were beheaded by the sword, others burnt with fire, others cast into the sea; but the first of them, Eleutherius, after being tortured for a long time, became stronger through his torments and, as gold tried in the fire, ended his victory by martyrdom. 

 At Antioch, the holy martyrs Primus, Cyril and Secundarius. 

 On the same day, St Gerin, Martyr; he was the brother of blessed Leger, the Bishop of Autun, and by order of Ebroinus he was stoned to death. 

 At Constantinople, St Theophilus, monk, who was most cruelly scourged by Leo the Isaurian for defending the veneration of holy images, and driven into exile where he passed to the Lord. 

The Third Day of October

A

T Rome, at Ursus Pileatus, St Candidus, Martyr. 

 Among the old Saxons, the two Ewalds, Martyrs, who, being priests, began to preach Christ there, were taken by the heathen and slain. For a long time a great light appeared by night over their bodies, and revealed where they were and how great were their merits. 

 On the same day, the holy martyrs Denis, Faustus, Caius, Peter, Paul and four others, who first suffered much under Decius, and finally under Valerian were long tortured at the hands of the governor Emilian, and merited the palm of martyrdom. 

 In Africa, St Maximian, Bishop of Bagaia, who again and again suffered most cruelly at the hands of the Donatists, and was at last cast down from a high tower and left for dead. Later he was found by passers-by and, having been healed by their tender care, he ceased not to defend the Catholic faith, until, renowned for the glory of his witness to the faith, he rested in the Lord. 

 At Leon in Spain, St Froilan, Bishop of that city, noted for his zeal in propagating the monastic life, generosity to the poor and other virtues, and for his miracles. 

 Among the Belgians in the diocese of Namur, St Gerard, Abbot.

 In Palestine, St Hesychius, Confessor, a disciple of St Hilarion and 

his companion in his travels. 
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The Seventeenth Day of November

A

T Neocæsarea in Pontus, the birthday of St Gregory, Bishop and  Confessor, who was famous for learning and sanctity, and who by reason of the signs and miracles which he worked to the great glory of the Church is called the Wonderworker. . 

 In Palestine, the holy martyrs Alpheus and Zach;Eus, who were put to death after many tortures in the first year of Diocletian's persecution. 

 At Cordova in Spain, the holy martyrs Acisclus and Victoria, brother and sister, who in the same persecution were cruelly tortured by command of Dion the governor, and merited crowns at the Lord's hand for their illustrious sufferings. . 

 At Alexandria, St Denis, Bishop, a man of very great learning. Renowned for his constant witness to the faith, and rich in merits because of his different sufferings and torments, at an advanced age fell asleep a confessor, in the reign of the Emperors Valerian and Gallienus. 

 At Orleans in France, St Anian, Bishop; many miracles bore witness to the value of his death in the Lord's sight. 

 At Tours in France, St Gregory, Bishop. 

 At Florence, St Eugene, Confessor, Deacon of blessed Zenobius, Bishop of that city. 

The Eighteenth Day of November

A

T Antioch, the birthday of St Romanus, Martyr, who in the reign of the Emperor Galerius, when the prefect Asclepiades broke into the church and attempted completely to destroy it, exhorted the rest of the Christians to oppose him. And so after severe torments his tongue was cut out (but even without it he spoke praise of God) and then he was strangled in prison, and crowned by an illustrious martyrdom. Before him there suffered also a young boy named Barula, who, being asked by the same prefect whether it were better to worship one God or many, replied that we must needs believe in the one God whom the Christians worship. Wherefore he was beaten and ordered to be beheaded. 

 Also at Antioch, St Hesychius, Martyr, who was a soldier. On hearing the command that if one does not sacrifice to idols he should put off his uniform, he at once took his off. Because of this a great stone was tied to his right hand, and he was ordered to be cast headlong into the river.
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The Thirtieth Day of September

I

N Bethlehem of Juda, the death of St Jerome, Priest, Confessor and 

Doctor of the Church. He was very learned and, becoming an imitator of the monks he approved, he overthrew by the sword of his doctrine many monstrous heresies. At last, when he had lived to extreme old age, he rested in peace, and was buried near the Crib of the Lord; afterwards his body was translated to Rome, and buried in the Basilica of St Mary Major.

At Rome, St Leopard, Martyr, one of the household of Julian the Apostate, whose head was cut off and his body afterwards translated to Aix-la-Chapelle. 

At Solothurn in Switzerland, the passion of the holy martyrs Victor and Ursus, of the glorious Theban Legion, who in the first place were punished with severe torments, under the Emperor Maximian, but were delivered when a light from heaven shone upon them and the tormentors fell to the ground. Then they were delivered to the fire but they were in no wise hurt, and at last they were finished off by the sword. 

At Piacenza, St Antonine, Martyr, of the same legion. 

 On the same day, St Gregory, Bishop of Greater Armenia, who suffered much under Diocletian and at last rested in peace in the reign of the Emperor Constantine the Great. 

 At Canterbury in England, St Honorius, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Rome, St Sophia, widow, mother of the holy virgins Faith, Hope and Charity. 
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 At Cæarea in Palestine, St Agapius, Martyr, who was condemned to the beasts under the Emperor Galerius Maximian, but being unharmed by them was cast into the sea with stones attached to his feet. 

 At Dristra in Lower Mysia, St Dasius, Martyr, who was slain by the governor Bassus because he would not take part in the unchaste rites 

of the Saturnalia. . 

 At Nicæa in Bithynia, the holy martyrs Eustace, Thespesius and Anatolius, in Maximin's persecution. 

 At Heraclea in Thrace, the holy martyrs Bassus, Denis, Agapitus and forty others. 

 In England, St Edmund, King and Martyr. 

 At Constantinople, St Gregory Decapolites, who suffered much for the veneration of holy images. 

 At Milan, St Benignus, Bishop, who administered the Church committed to him with great constancy and piety, during a great invasion of the barbarians. 

 At Chilons in France, St Silvester, Bishop, who in the forty-second  year of his priesthood, full of days and virtues, passed to the Lord. 

 At Verona, St Simplicius, Bishop and Confessor. 

 At Hildesheim in Saxony, St Bernward, Bishop and Confessor. 

The Twenty-First Day of November

A

T Jerusalem, the Presentation in the Temple of the Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of God. 

 On the same day, the birthday of blessed Rufus, of whom St Paul the Apostle makes mention in his Epistle to the Romans. 

 At Rome, the passion of SS. Celsus and Clement. 

 At Ostia., the holy martyrs Demetrius and Honorius. 

 In Spain, the holy martyrs Honorius, Eutychius and Stephen. 

 In Pamphylia, St Heliodorus, Martyr, in the persecution of Aurelian, under the governor Ætius; and after him the torturers themselves, being converted to the faith, were cast into the sea. 

 At Rome, Pope St Gelasius I, noteworthy for learning and holiness. 

 At Verona, St Maur, Bishop and Confessor. 

 In the monastery of Bobbio, the death of St Columban, Abbot, who founded many monasteries, was the father of a multitude of monks and renowned for many virtues, died in a good old age. 
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The Twenty-Seventh Day of September

T Ægea, the birthday of the holy martyrs Cosmas and Damian, brothers. They were beheaded in the persecution of Diocletian after they had by God's help overcome many torments: fetters, imprisonment, the sea, fire, the cross, stoning and arrows. It is said that their three brothers, Anthimus, Leontius and Euprepius, also suffered with them. 

 At Byblos, in Phoenicia, St Mark, Bishop, whom St Luke calls John and who was the son of that Mary whose memory is recalled on June 29.  

 At Milan, St Caius, Bishop; he was a disciple of St Barnabas the Apostle and, after suffering many things in the persecution of Nero, finally rested in.peace. 

 At Rome, St Epicharis, a lady of a senatorial family, who was scourged and then smitten with the sword in the persecution of Diocletian. 

 At Todi in Umbria, the holy martyrs Fidentius and Terence, who 

suffered under the same Diocletian.  

 At Cordova in Spain, the holy martyrs Adulf and John, brothers, who were crowned with martyrdom for Christ's sake in the Arab persecution. Their sister, the blessed Virgin Aurea, was inspired by their example to return to the faith, and later suffered martyrdom bravely on July 19. 

 At Sitten in Gaul, St Florentine, Martyr; after his tongue had been torn out, he was ordered to be smitten with the sword, together with blessed Hilary. 

 At Ravenna. St Aderitus, Bishop and Confessor. 

 In Hainault, St Hiltrude, Virgin. 

The Twenty-Eighth Day of September

A

T Boleslav in Bohemia, St Wenceslas, Duke of Bohemia and  Martyr, glorious for holiness and miracles, who was slain by the treachery of his brother and so achieved the palm of martyrdom. 

 At Rome, St Privatus, Martyr, who, being full of ulcers, was healed by blessed Pope Callistus, and afterwards, under the Emperor Alexander, was beaten to death by scourging for Christ's sake. 

 In the same city, St Stacteus, Martyr. 

 In Africa, the holy martyrs Martial, Laurence and twenty others. 
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 In the town of Hesbaye in Belgium, St Trudo, Priest and Confessor; both the famous monastery which he had erected there on his own land, and the town which shortly afterwards arose, were later named after him. .

HE birthday of St Chrysogonus, Martyr, who, after he had endured tor a long time fetters and imprisonment for his most constant confession of Christ, was, at the command of Diocletian, brought to Aquileia and there beheaded and cast into the sea, so consummating martyrdom. 

 At Rome, St Crescentian, Martyr, who is mentioned in the account of the passion of blessed Pope Marcellus. 

 At Corinth, St Alexander, Martyr, who, under Julian the Apostate and the governor Sallust, fought to the death for faith in Christ. 

 At Perugia, St Felicissimus, Martyr. 

 At Ameria in Umbria, St Firmina, Virgin and Martyr, who was tortured in various ways in Diocletian's persecution, and at last being hung up and burnt with lighted torches gave up her chaste soul to God. 

 At Cordova in Spain, the holy virgins and martyrs Flora and Mary, who after long imprisonment were slain by the sword in the Arab persecution. 

 At Milan, St Protase, Bishop, who defended the cause of Athanasius in the Council of Sardica before the Emperor Constans, and, after enduring many labours for the sake of his flock and religion, at length passed to the Lord. 

 In the neighbourhood of Auvergne, St Portian, Abbot, who was renowned for his miracles in the reign of King Theodoric. His name has been given both to the monastery over which he ruled and to the town, which was later built in that place. 

 In the fortress of Blaye in France, St Romanus, a priest, the praise of whose holiness is proclaimed by the glory of his miracles.

T Alexandria, St Catherine, Virgin and Martyr, who under the Emperor Maximin was cast into prison for confessing the Christian faith, and afterwards scourged for a long time with scorpions; 
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
