 THE LITTLE OFFICE

of  blessed Mary

 is not said when there is an Office of twelve Lessons, nor on the Vigils of Christmas, Epiphany and Pentecost, nor on the weekdays of Holy Week, nor on Friday after Ascension, nor within Octaves, nor on Saturdays when the Office is of Saint Mary. On these days it is omitted from I Vespers, and on the Vigil of Christmas from Matins. 

 When it is said in Choir, in Matins and in Vespers it is placed before the Office of the day, in the other Hours it is placed afterwards. At Prime it is said after Let us bless the Lord, before the Martyrology is to be read. Out of choir it may be said according to opportunity.

On thee the Angel feeds and is satisfied: let pilgrim man  feed on thee according to his measure, that he may fail not in the way, being refreshed by such food on his journey. O holy bread, O living bread, O pure bread, who didst come down from heaven and givest life unto the world, come into my heart, and cleanse me from all defilement of flesh and of spirit. Enter into my soul heal and cleanse me outwardly and inwardly. Be thou the protection and abiding health of my soul and body. Drive far from me the enemies that lie in wait for me: let them depart far from the presence of thy power,t hat being defended without and within by thee, I may pass by a straight way to thy kilngdom; where we shall no more 
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in mysteries, as in this present ttme, behold thee, but face to face, when thou shalt have delivered up the kingdom to God and the Father, and thou shalt be God all in all. For then shalt thou satisfy me with a wondrous fulness from thyself, so that I shall neither hunger nor thirst for ever: Who with the same God the Father and the Holy Spirit livest and reignest throughout all ages, world without end. Amen.

I hasten unto thee for healing, I flee under thy protection; I yearn to have thee for my Saviour, whom I am unable to withstand as Judge. To thee, O Lord, I show my wounds, to thee I uncover my  shame. I know my sins to be many and grievous, for which I am afraid; I put my trust in thy mercies, which cannot be numbered. Look upon me, therefore, with the eyes of thy mercy, O Lord Jesu Christ, King eternal, God and man, crucified for man. Hearken unto me, whose trust is in thee: have mercy upon me, who am full of misery and sin, O thou fountain of mercy, that wilt never cease to flow. Hail, saving victim, offered for me and all mankind upon the gibbet of the Cross.
