EVERUS, Severianus, Carpophorus, and Victorinus, brethren, in the persecution of Diocletian, openly repudiating the worship of the gods, were beaten with leaden whips and while being beaten poured out their lives for the
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name of Christ. Their bodies were thrown out to the dogs, and when they had 

lain for a long ttme untouched by them, they were removed by the Christians and buried in a sandpit on the via Lavicana, three miles from the City, near the grave of the holy Martyrs Claudius, Nicostratus, Symphorianus, Castorius, and Simplicius: who had suffered under the same Emperor: because, being excellent sculptors, they could by no means be induced to make statues of the idols, and when they were brought before the image of the sun to worship it, they said they would never consent to worship the works of men's hands. Wherefore they were thrown in prison, and when they had remained there, with unaltered purpose, for many days, they were first scourged with scorpions, and then ,enclosed alive in leaden caskets, they were thrown in the river. There exists a Church in the City under the name of the Four Crowned Ones, whose names, for a long time unknown, were later divinely revealed: when the bodies not only of the former four but also of the latter five Martyrs were given honourable burial:and their festivity is celebrated on the eighth of November.

UT when the Emperor Constantine obtained health and salvation through the sacrament of Baptism, then for the first time wide legal permission was given throughout the world for the Christians to build Churches: and he encouraged them to sacred building not only by edict but also by his example. For he both dedicated a Church to the Saviour in his own Lateran palace, and founded the neighbouring Basilica in the name of Saint John the Baptist, in that place where he himself was baptized by Saint Sylvester and cleansed from leprosy: the memory of its consecration is celebrated today, the day when for the first time in Rome a Church was publicly consecrated, and the image of the Saviour, depicted on the wall, was seen by the Roman people . 

( How dreadful is this place. * This is none other than the house of God, and this is the gate of heaven. 

( This is the house of God, strongly builded, founded upon a sure rock. This is none other.

ND although blessed Sylvester later decreed in the consecration of the altar of the Prince of the Apostles, that henceforth altars should not be built except of stone: yet the altar of the Lateran Basilica was built of wood: which is not surprising. For since from Saint Peter to Sylvester, because of persecutions, the Pontiffs could not stay in a fixed place, they consecrated the holy things wherever necessity had driven them, whether in crypts, or in cemeteries, or in houses of the faithful, on that wooden altar, hollow like a box. When peace returned to the Church, Saint Sylvester, in honour of the Prince of the Apostles, who is said to have sacrificed upon it, and the other Popes, who had used it up to that time to perform the mysteries, placed it in the first Lateran Church and decreed that themceforth none but the Pope of Rome should celebrate Mass thereon. In the course of time the same Church suffered damage and ruin from fire, pillage, and earthquakes besides, and was repaired by the unceasing care of the Supreme Pontiffs. (( Finally it was restored by a complete rebuilding, and on April 28, 1726 Pope Benedict XIII, of the Order of Preachers, consecrated it with solemn rites, and decreed that the memory of that celebration should be observed today.))

HEODORE, a Christian soldier, arrested under the Emperor Maximian for having burnt a temple of the idols, was offered by the prefect remission of punishment if he repented of the deed and denounced the faith of Christ, but persevering constantly in confession of the faith, he was sent to prison, where he was torn with claws until his ribs were exposed, as he joyfully sang: I will bless the Lord at all times. So he was thrown on a burning pyre, and gave up his soul to Christ in prayer and divine praises, on the ninth of November: and his body was wrapped in a shroud and buried on her estate by the matron Eusebia.

which were applied. The tribune Respicius, seeing him bear all this bravely, was converted to the faith of the Lord Christ, and straightway professed openly that he was a Christian. He was variously tormented and together with Tryphon dragged to the image of Jupiter: which statue collapse as Tryphon prayed. So they were most cruelly bruised with leaden whips, and obtained a most noble martyrdom on the tenth of Novenber. On the same day a certain virgin whose name was Nympha, testifying in a loud voice that Jesus Christ was the true God, united the palm of martyrdom and the crown of virginity.

Martin, moved by their plea, prayed thus to God: O Lord, If I am still needed by thy people, I do not 

refuse to toil on.

Therefore let no-one confine his faith within the bounds of the law, but let him bring it to the Church, where the sevenfold grace of the Spirit shines forth; to the Church, whom the great High Priest enlightens with the brightness of his heavenly Divinity, lest the shadow of the law should darken it. Finally, that light which, under the old Jewish rite, the high priest used to kindle, every morning and evening, disappeared as though placed under a bushel; and that city of Jerusalem which is on earth, which killed the prophets, lies hidden as though set in the valley of weeping. ENNAS, an Egyptian, a Christian soldier, in the persecution of the Emperors Diocletian and Maximian, had withdrawn into the desert for the sake of penance, and on the birthday of the Emperors, when the people were gathered for a great spectacle, stood forth in the theatre, and in a loud voice denounced the superstition of the heathen. Wherefore he was arrested, and under Pyrrhus the Governor, in the Metropolis of the Cottienses of Phrygia he was bound and cruelly beaten with thongs: then tortured on the rack, had burning torches applied to his body, and the sores rubbed with a hairshirt, and then dragged, with hands and feet bound, through thorns and iron stakes ,and also bruised with leaded whips, and finally killed with the sword, and thrown on a fire. His body was rescued from there by the Christians and buried, and later translated to Constantinople.

ARTIN, born at Todi in Umbria, at the beginning of his pontificate strove by letters and embassies to recall Paul, patriarch of Constantinople, from wicked heresy to the truth of the catholic faith. But he,  supported by the heretical Emperor Constans, had gone so far in madness that he exiled the legates of the Apostolic See to various islands. Indignant at this outrage ot his, the Pope assembled at Rome a Council of a hundred and five Bishops, and condemned him.

He held two ordinations in the month of December, in which he made eleven Priests, five Deacons, thirty-three Bishops for various places.

Deeply moved by this miracle, the inhabitants received the faith of Christ. Later,when Nicholas I was Pope, his body was translated to Rome, and entombed in Saint Clement's own 
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Church.There is also a Church dedicated in the same name in that place on the island where the fountain miraculously flowed from. He lived in his Pontificate for nine years, six months, and six days. He made two ordinations in the month of December in which he made ten Priests, two Deacons, and fifteen Bishops for various places.

HRYSOGONUS, under the Emperor Diocletian, was shut in prison in Rome, and there lived for two years on supplies from Saint Anastasia: and since she suffered on account of Christ from her husband, and therefore wrote him letters asking the help of his prayers, he comforted her with an exchange of letters. But the Emperor wrote to Rome that all the other Christians who were in prison were to be killed, but Chrysogonus sent to him in Aquileia. So we was taken there, and the Emperor said to him: I have sent for thee, Chrysogonus, to promote thee in honour, if thou have a mind to sacrifice to the gods. But he replied: I worship in mind and prayer Him who is truly God: but the gods, that are nothing but images of demons, I hate and abhor. The Emperor, enraged at this reply, commended him to be beheaded with the axe at Aquae Gradatae on the twenty-fourth of November: and his body, cast into the sea, was a little later found on the shore and buried by Zoilus the Priest on his estate.

Wherefore Maximinus endeavoured to change Catherine's mind by blandishments and promises: but realising that this was wasted effort, had her covered with blows and bruised with leaded whips, and held her shut up in prison for eleven days without food or drink.

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of custody, and was exposed to a wheel fixed closely with sharp swords, so that the body of the virgin was most cruelly lacerated. This machine, at Catherine's prayers, soon broke; and at that miracle many accepted the faith of Christ. Maximinus himself, becoming the more obstinate in ungodliness and cruelty, commended Catherine to be beheaded with an axe. And she, bravely offering her head, ascended to the double rewards of virginity and martyrdom, on the twenty-fifth of November: and her body was miraculously placed by angels on Mount Sinai in Arabia.

He was the first to excommunicate Arius, a Deacon of Alexandria, for supporting the Meletian schism. When he was under sentence of death by the same Maximian in prison, Achillas and Alexander, presbyters, came 
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to him interceding for Arius, and he replied that by night Jesus had appeared to him with torn robe, and when he enquired the reason, said: Arius hath torn my vesture, which is the Church. Also he prophesied to them, that they would succeed him in the Bishoprick, and commanded them never ever to receive into communion Arius, knowing him to be dead unto God. And that this divine prediction was true, was proved not long afterwards by the event. Finally, in the twelfth year of his Episcopate, on the twenty-sixth of November, he was beheaded and ascended to the crown of martyrdom.

They said unto him, Rabbi, (which is to say, being interpreted, Master, where dwellest thou? Although 

they followed him, the time had not yet come for them to cleave unto him; that time was clearly shown: it was when he called them away from the ship, One of these two disciples was Andrew, as the Gospel tells us: Andrew was Simon Peter's brother, And again we hear that the Lord callcd Andrew and Peter away from their ship, saying: Come ye after me, and I will make you to become fishers of men. And it was after this that they followed him to cleave to him without turning back.

HEREFORE when these two first left John to follow him, it was not to abide with him permanently, but only to see where he dwelt, and to fulfil what is written: If thou seest a man of understanding, get thee betimes unto him, and let thy foot wear the steps of his door. He showed them where he dwelt, and they abode with him that day. What a blessed day they spent, what a blessed night! If only we might know what these men heard from the Lord! Come, let us build and furnish, each in his own heart, a home where the Lord may corne, and teach us, and talk with us.
