HECLA, a virgin, born of distinguished parents in Iconium, and instructed in faith by the Apostle Paul, is wonderfully praised by the holy Fathers. When eighteen years old she deserted her bridegroom Thamitis, and when her parents accused her of being a christian, and a burning pyre was prepared for her if she would not renounce Christ,she first armed herself with the sign of the Cross, and then leapt on it herself. But the fire was put out by rain which began suddenly, and she came to Antioch: where she was thrown to wild beasts, and tied to oxen driven in different directions, and then thrown into a pit full of snakes, but was delivered from all by the grace of Jesus Christ. By her ardor of faith and sanctity of life many were converted to Christ. Returning once more to her homeland, she went up on a mountain alone: and finally, famous for her many virtues and miracles, she passed to the Lord at the age of ninety, and was buried at Seleucia.

HEN the Emperor Maximian led his army into Gaul and halted in the region of the Seduni to do sacrifice, the legion of the Thebaei separated fram the other forces so as not to be defiled by participating in ungodly worship. Therefore the Emperor sent soldiers to them to tell them in his name to rerurn to the camp for the sacrifice if they valued their lives. They replied that their christian religion prevented them from doing so. He was most indignant at their answer and burned with fiercer anger than before. And so he sent part of the army against the Thebaei, and ordered firstly that every tenth man of them should be killed: and voluntarily, and especially with Maurice's encouragement, they chose this martyrdom rather than carry out the commands of the ungodly Emperor, and then all the rest of them, proclaiming Christ with great constancy, he commanded to be slaughtered by the whole army on the twenty-second of September.

Therefore with twenty-three other Christians he was cast in prison: and there his wife Natalia, who also herself had previously put her faith in Christ, visited him and encouraged him to martyrdom. And so, being brought out of prison, he was beaten with whips until his bowels gushed out. Finally, his legs being broken, and his hands and feet cut off, together with many others he brought the contest of his martyrdom to a happy end.

When the king died, Hirtacus, his successor, because he wanted Iphigineia, the king's daughter, to be given to him in marriage, ordered Matthew, by whose influence she had vowed her virginity to God, and was firm in her holy purpose, to be slain as he celebrated the Mysteries at the altar. So he completed his Apostolic work on the twenty-first of September in the glory of martyrdom. His body was translated to Salerno, and later ((under Gregory VII)) entombed in the Church dedicated to his name, and there is venerated with great piety and crowds of people.

It is remarkable also, that his blood which is kept, congealed, in a glass phial, when it is placed within sight of this Martyr's head, in

ORGONIUS, born in Nicomedia, a valet of the Emperor Diocletian, with the help of his fellow-servant Dorotheus led all the other chamber-servants to the faith of Christ. And both of them, when one day they saw a martyr most harshly tortured before Diocletian, were inflamed by his example with love of martyrdom. And so they both spoke out with one voice: What is it, O Emperor, that for his condemned opinion, which we hold in common with him ,thou punishest him only? His faith is ours also, the same belief. So the Emperor ordered them to be bound, and beaten with whips so that the skin was broken all over their bodies, and vinegar mixed with salt to be poured into their wounds: then he ordered them to be bound on a gridiron and put over the heat of burning coals. Finally, having been variously tormented, they were killed by hanging. And the body of Saint Gorgonius at some time was brought to Rome, and buried between two monasteries on the via Latina, and later transferred by Pope Gregory IV to the Basilica of the Prince of the Apostles.

And when he treated this godlessness with detestation, he was beheaded on the fourteenth of September: and blessed Lucina with the help of the clergy buried his body in a sandpit on her property near the cemetery of Callistus. He lived in his Pontificate about two years.

YPRIAN,  an African, was at first a distinguished teacher of rhetoric: after that, through the persuasive influence of the priest Caecilius, from whom he adopted his surname, he became a Christian and distributed all his goods to the poor. Not long afterwards, having been chosen as a priest, he was also made Bishop of Carthage. It is unneeessary to enlarge upon his talent, since his works are more brilliant than the sun in fame. He suffered under the Emperors Valerian and Gallienus, in the eighth persecution, on the same day as Cornelius in Rome, but not in the same year.
