It was that they wished to kill the Lord Jesus Christ, ' Many good works,' saith he, 'have I shewed you; for which of them do you wish to kill me?' He bore all their infirmities, he healed all their sick, he preached unto them the kingdom of heaven; he held not his peace at their iniquities, so that they might rather hate the same, than the Physician who made them whole. Yet being unthankful for all these his remedies, like men frenzied with a great fever, they raved against the Physician who had come to heal them, and took counsel together to destroy him; as though they would therein prove whether he were very man, that could die; or somewhat more than man, and would not suffer himself to die.
