ASIL, a Cappadocian nobleman, together with his close friend Gregory Nazianzen, studied literature in Athens. After that, he took up sacred learning in a monastery. In a short time, he arrived at such a degree of excellence in every kind of knowledge, and in his life, that he became known by the name of the Great. Having been summoned to Pontus to preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ, he brought that province, which was straying from christian principles, back to the 
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way of salvation. He was soon after appointed an assistant to Eusebius, Bishop of Ceesarea, for the instruction of that city; and afterward became his successor in the See. He especially defended the doctrine that the Son is consubstantial with the Father, and by miracles he so changed the mind of the Emperor Valens, that he was compelled to stop threatening him with exile and cease being angry with him.

Disturbed by these events, Valens tore the parchment with both hands. And in that night, when he was to decide about Basil, the wife of Valens was in agony with internal pains, and their only son fell seriously ill.

After them an adolescent virgin named Digna, of the community of the venerable Abbess Elisabeth, with the revelation and  strength of God, went to her reward.

But when he had been delivered, the ungrateful Emperor, having failed to persuade him by large presents to sacrifice to the gods, had him bound and put in prison together with Modestus and Crescentia.

ND when he found them still constant, he ordered them to be lowered into a huge vat full of molten lead, boiling resin and pitch: in which, after the manner of the three Hebrew children, they sang divine hymns; so they were taken from there, and thrown to a lion: which lay down and licked their feet. So the Emperor, aflame with rage, seeing the multitude moved by the miracle, ordered them to be stretched out on the scaffold, and their limbs cut off, and their bones torn asunder. At that time there was thunder, lightning, and a great earthquake, at which the temples of the gods collapse4, and many were crushed. Their relics were covered in ointment and honourably buried by Florence, a noble woman.

After this the heathen priests conceived and maintained a savage hatred for them. So when Astasius Comes was about to set out to war, they thought they had gained this opportunity to destroy the devout brothers. And so they persuaded Astasius that they had been warned by the gods that he would in no wise be victor in the war, unless he compelled Gervase and Protase to deny Christ and sacrifice to the gods. When they refused, Astasius commanded Gervase to be beaten until he died under the blows: and ordered Protase to be bruised with clubs and beheaded with an axe. Philip, a servant of Christ, secretly collected their bodies and buried them at his home: and later Saint Ambrose, by a divine admonition, found them and had them placed in a holy and dignified place. They suffered at Milan on the nineteenth of June.

He proved this by deeds. For he summoned there a Council of many Bishops, and drew up certain decrees pertaining to the soundness of the catholic faith and to the restoration of the discipline of the Church. And there he fell .sleep in the Lord soon after, worn out by discomforts and tribulations, on the twentieth of June: and his tomb became famous for many miracles. He had presided over the Church for three years and more, and ordained in the month of December thirteen priests, five deacons, and nineteen bishops for various places.

This man's charity is especially famous, because when Campania was devastated by the Goths, he applied all his goods to feeding the poor and redeeming captives, not even keeping for himself the necessities of life. At that time, having, as Saint Augustine wrote, become from the richest of men willingly the poorest, but most rich in holiness, he was captured by the barbarians, and thus prayed to God: Lord, let me not be tortured for gold and silver: for where all my goods are, thou knowest. But later, when the Vandals invaded those parts, when a widow asked him to redeem her son, as he had used up all his means in the work of charity, he gave himself into slavery in his stead.

S

O he went to Africa, and began to till the garden of his master, who was the king's son-in-law. But by a prophetic gift he predicted the king's death to his
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 master, and the king, in a dream, saw Paulinus, sitting in the midst between two judges, and taking a whip from his royal hands. So, being recognised for a man of such importance, he was given a most honourable discharge, and all his fellow-citizens, who had been slaves, were set free with him. He returned to Nola, to his episcopal duties, and incited all by word and example to christian devotion, until he was laid low with pleurisy. After a while, the bed in which he lay was shaken by an earthquake, and shortly afterwards he gave up his soul to God.
