But the fame of his sanctity spread far and wide, and wisely fearing the effect of the praises of men on himself, he resigned his office, left his native land, and came to Herbipolis in eastern France,  to preach the Gospel to the unbelieving people of that region, and at the same time preparing for himself the opportunity of martyrdom, which he greatly desired.

Therefore the prince made much progress in the religion of Christ with the energetic encouragement of the blessed  prelate: but he had a wife Geilana, who before had been joined in matrimony to his brother, and Kilian was unwilling to tell the prince that this marriage was unlawful as he admitted him to his same faith, lest thereby he should be deterred by the effect of a penalty from accepting the religion.

When Geilana learnt this she burned with impotent rage against the holy man and his companions, and began to plot their death; and two servants, whom she had found and induced by a bribe to do so great a crime,  came upon them and killed them as they were praying ardently, and knew by divine revelation that they were to be crowned with martyrdom in thst very hour.

He changed the house of Pudens  into a Church, and gave it the name of Pastor because of its preeminence over other titles, as being the mansion of the Roman Pontiff, in which he often made the holy offering and baptized many converts to the faith and added them to the number of the faithful. And while he was engaged in the task of a good pastor, he poured forth also his blood for his sheep and for the supreme Pastor  Christ and was crowned with martyrdom on the eleventh of July, and was buried in the Vatican.

From there he was brought by Gregory IV into the Lateran Patriarchy because of his grave virtues, and ordained Subdeacon. Then by Sergius II he was made cardinal Presbyter and promoted to the title of the Four Crowned Saints. After the death of the same Sergius  he was promoted to the Holy See on the same day (albeit unwillingly) by the votes of all.  Leo’s Pontificate was made most worthy by his religion, piety, innocence, humility, kindness, love of justice, charity towards the people, benevolence towards the poor, zeal in vigils and prayers, holy learning, and prudence joined with admirable simplicity of manners.

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his prayers he crushed the Saracens who were already surrounding the city to make another invasion, and dispersed their fleet, many being lost in the battle itself, and others led in captivity to Rome.

Being a man rightly held as most worthy by the city and all the Christian state he  died on the seventeenth of July, in the year eight hundred and fifty-five, and was buried near

And when their devotion had been tested by many and varied torments and remained firm; the mother, who had been a teacher of faith to her sons, shewed herself their leader in martyrdom. For she was tied by her neck to a rock and thrown in the river: and her body was recovered and buried by her brother Eugenius. The day after that, which was the eighteenth of July, the seven brothers were each tied to a stake and killed in various ways. Crescentius was pierced through the throat by a sword: Julian was transfixed through the chest: Nemesius was pierced through the heart: Primitivus was stabbed through the navel: Justin was cut limb from limb: Stacteus was pierced by darts: Eugenius was cut in two at the waist. Thus were eight most pleasing victims sacrificed to God. Their bodies were thrown into a deep pit on the Via Tiburtina, nine miles from the City: and later translated to Rome and buried in the Church of the Holy Angel in the Pool.

And Jesus answering said unto him, Simon, I have somewhat to say unto thee. And he saith, Master, say on. There was a certain creditor which had two debtors: the one owed five hundred pence, and the other fifty. And when they had nothing to pay, he frankly forgave them both. Tell me therefore, which of them will love him most? Simon answered and said, I suppose that he, to whom he forgave most. And he said unto him. Thou hast rightly judged. And he turned to the woman, and said unto Simon, Seest thou this woman? I entered into thine house, thou gavest me no water for my feet: but she hath washed my feet with tears, and wiped them with the hair of her head. Thou gavest me no kiss: but this woman since the time I came in hath not ceased to kiss my feet. My head wiith oil thou didst not anoint: but this woman hath anointed my head with ointment. Wherefore I say unto thee, her sins, which are many, are forgiven; for she loced much: but to whom little is foprgiven, the same loveth little. And he said unto her, Thy sins are forgiven. And they that sat at meat with him began to say within themselves, Who is this that forgiveth sins also? And he saith to the woman, Thy faith hath saved thee; go in peace.
