S. Benedict notes in his Rule that he omitted  Scripture readings "in the summer" so that the brethren might have more time for work in the fields. He was probably not aware that there was a southern hemisphere in which these  were winter months. Besides, the reader can see for himself that the omission of three Lessons with their (( could save barely ten minutes. The omitted Lessons would appear to be those found in the Breviarium Romanum which remained unaltered up to the 1950s, although other material was changed earlier. I  inserted these at the point where they would occur in my edition of the 1925 edition, but in this edition I  prefer to adhere to the given text and refer the reader to my English Breviary. The three daily readings resume on the Monday after the first Sunday in November below.

That man is truly an hireling who holds the position of shepherd, but does not seek the good of souls: he delights in episcopal honours, thrives on temporal rewards, and rejoices in the deference of men.
