If we are to celebrate the Lord's Ascension fittingly,  faithfully,  devoutly,  piously,  and with holiness, then we must ascend with him, and lift up our hearts. But as we ascend, we must not be high-minded, nor must we attribute our ascent to ourselves, as though it were due to our own merits. We must lift up our hearts to the Lord. A heart uplifted, but not to the Lord, is a proud heart: a heart lifted up to the Lord is a safe heart. Behold, a great wonder, brethren. God is high. Lift yourself up, and he flees from you: humble yourself, and he comes down to you, Why is this? Because, though the Lord be high, yet hath he respect unto the lowly: as for the proud, he beholdeth them afar off. He hath respect unto the lowly, that he may lift them up: the proud, the high-minded he beholdeth afar off, that he may thrust them down.
