To go from house to house and to abuse the customs of hospitality is ill-becoming to a preacher of the kingdom of God.

  If on this day there occur the feast of S. John the Baptist, it is translated to the following day. But if it shall be any major feast or of any Doctor of the Church, it is translated after the octave. If there occur another Double or Semidouble or Simple Feast, of these no commemoration is made.
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Within the Octave, nothing is said of a Feast, unless it be a Double: but Semidoubles  are commemorated in both Vespers and in Lauds  without a Lesson.  

Nor is it said of a translated greater Double or  any Doctor of the Church, unless it be of the first or second class. Of a Simple only a commemoration  is made without a Lesson from it, unless it occur on a Double feast which is not of the first class.

- On the Octave Day the Office is said only of the Nativity of Saint John, or the Feast of the holy Apostles Peter and Paul, or another of the more solemn feasts, if they occur, with commemoration of the Octave.

HIS is the bread which cometh down from heaven. This bread the manna signified; this bread the Altar of God doth signify. Those were sacraments: in
signs they are diverse, in the thing signified they are alike. Hear the Apostle. For I would not have you ignorant, brethren, that our fathers were all under the cloud, and all passed through the sea, and were all baptized into Moses in the cloud and in the sea, and did all eat the same spiritual meat. Meaning, of course, that as spiritual it was the same; for as corporal it was another, because they ate manna, 
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
