we something else; the spiritual meat, however, that which we eat. But it is, Our fathers, not their fathers; they to whom we are like, not to whom they were like. And he adds, And did all drink the same spiritual drink. They, one thing; we, another; but, other, only in the visible object, which however should signify this same thing in its spiritual virtue. For how was it the same drink? They drank, saith he, of the spiritual Rock that followed them, and that Rock was Christ. Thence the bread, thence the drink. The Rock, Christ in a sign: the true Christ, in the Word and in the flesh. And how drank they? The rock was smitten with a rod, twice: the double smiting signifies the two beams of the cross.  This, then, is the bread that cometh down from heaven, that whoso eateth thereof may not die. But this is in regard of the virtue of the Sacrament, not in regard of the visible Sacrament: he that eateth inwardly, not outwardly: he that eateth in the heart, not he that presseth with his teeth.

( The whole assembly  of the children of Israel shall kill the lamb towards the 

evening of the Passover, * And they shall eat  the flesh and unleavened  bread.    ( Christ   our Passov-  er is sacrificed for us,  therefore let us keep the feast with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth. And they.

IL is superior to other liquids, in that it feeds flame and is wont to heal wounds. It therefore signifies mercy, as it is writtcn of the Lord, His mercy is over all his works. In that it feeds flame, it signifies preaching which enlightens the minds of the elect. But in that wounds are healed by oil, it is clearly shown that the wounds of sin are to be wiped out.

UT Let the head of the king be anointed, then, that his mind may be filled with the spiritual grace of a teacher. Likewise let him have the oil of healing, that he may dispense wisdom, and by it wipe out the stains of sins, and restore the sick in mind to health.

For after he had refused to obey God, he heard from Samuel, because thou hast rejected the word of the Lord, he hath also rejected thee from being king. As the vial held but little oil, so he who was to be cast away received but little spiritual grace. This may also be taken to apply to the rulers of holy Church. For many of them receive the high dignity of the prelacy who are not perfect in the love of God and of their neighbours.  

( O Lord, thou hast hearkened unto the prayer of thy servant, that I might build a temple unto thy Name. * O God of Israel, bless thou and hallow this house for ever.
